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THE YEAR IN RETROSPECT
Since its establishment in 1961, IIMA has been the premier management institute in India and 
one of the top management schools worldwide. Over the years, it has cumulated significant 
strengths, on which it can build. But the environment has changed significantly as well. New 
challenges and new opportunities confront the institute. How we face up to the challenges and 
take advantage of the opportunities in the next few years will determine significantly whether 
the institute continues to maintain and indeed improve its premier position among global 
management schools. The Institute took several steps in 2013-14 to address the challenges it 
faces and build on its strengths.

The Context
IIMA has tremendous strengths that provide a powerful platform for ongoing success in the 
future. Our commitment to high quality and engaged classroom learning is exemplary. We 
have a history of inductive case-based teaching. Our diaspora of alumni is deeply committed 
to the institute. The institute has a sterling reputation among potential students, recruiters, 
and society. We have a heritage of collegiality. A spirit of identification with the institute 
pervades all sections of the IIMA community: faculty, staff, students, and alumni.  We live and 
work in an evocative and functional campus. Members of the IIMA community operate in an 
environment that respects autonomy, values the will to work, and encourages all to put their 
efforts to good use.

The platform has provided us the opportunity to excel. Not surprisingly, we are well placed 
in various rankings, typically leading Indian management by a comfortable margin. Yet, 
rankings are a lagging and instrumental measure. High rankings are the consequence, not the 
goal, of our doing good work at the institute. Besides, our ambition is not just to be the best 
Indian management school, but to be one of the best globally.

The trend in some areas that drive institutional health over the long term has been worrisome. 
Our research output could be more impactful. One of our traditional sources of strength, 
development of high quality cases, is becoming less of a differentiator as other management 
institutes in India have caught up. Our approach to executive education has been opportunistic 
rather than strategic. And although we take pride in being an autonomous institution, our 
operating margins have thinned considerably.

In addition to intensifying competition from established Indian management institutions, new 
and disruptive competition has been emerging in the form of Indian operations of foreign 
universities, e-learning platforms, and offshore educational offerings, offering opportunities 
but also new challenges. 

While facing these challenges, the institute was also in a phase of leadership transition. The 
previous director had stepped down in March 2013 and an interim director was leading the 
institute in a caretaker capacity till September, when I started my appointment as the new 
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director. In addition to the director’s position, several administrative positions, including 
deans, needed to be filled.

One of my first priorities as incoming director was to establish the institute’s leadership 
team. Following recommendations of the previous committee on future directions at the 
institute and in consultation with the faculty, three deans were appointed in September itself 
– Dean (Faculty), Dean (Programmes), and Dean (Alumni & External Relations). Vacancies in 
administrative positions were also filled. 

Vision – and Strategic Priorities
In the face of various challenges and given our ambition to be one of the top management 
institutions globally, the institute leadership team, in consultation with the faculty, rededicated 
the institute to educating leaders of enterprises. Our vision – we educate leaders of enterprises – states 
explicitly that our institute educates and develops not only executives for Indian businesses, 
but also executives who flourish in international settings, government officers and bureaucrats, 
leaders in the social sector, and entrepreneurs.

To achieve this vision, the institute has focused on a three-pronged approach: connect, nurture, 
and grow. Following are the activities we have initiated in each of these three strategic priorities 
to achieve our vision effectively. 

Connect
To be a vibrant institution, we are trying to connect proactively with four constituencies: (a) 
our diaspora of alumni, (b) the worlds of practice and policy, (c) academic work nationally and 
globally, and (d) the local community. 

Outreach to alumni was a high priority for the new leadership team. Between September 
2013 and March 2014, the Director and Dean (A&ER) visited with local chapters in Mumbai, 
Ahmedabad, Dubai, and Chennai. Six alumni reunions were held on campus in December 
2013. Besides, during the summer of 2013, 10 local chapters organized Synchrony, an event to 
welcome and integrate new alumni into the IIMA community.

Through targeted executive education, casewriting, and consulting, the institute is trying 
to improve its connections with practice and policy. Executive Education was revamped so 
as to include both Open Enrollment and Custom Programmes within the Institute’s ambit. 
A separate Case Development and Distribution Center was established to give a fillip to 
casewriting and distribution.

Through research interchanges at the level of finished products but also at the level of ideas 
and work-in-progress, we are attempting a vibrant connection with global research. 

Through a set of integrated activities that welcome and include the local community, we are 
trying to achieve the fourth goal of connect.

Nurture
To nurture a high performance work environment in the Institute, IIMA leadership is 
emphasizing and supporting a climate of autonomy, stretch, and community. Professionals 
achieve their best when they have a sense of ownership of what they do. Providing members 
of the community — faculty, staff, and students — a sense of freedom and ownership of their 
pursuits unleashes their drive and creativity. Yet, the sense of autonomy must come with a 
sentiment that one must strive to do one’s best and stretch to expand one’s own potential. 
Third, high performance professional organizations rarely are simple conglomerations of 
brilliant stars. They are communities in which bright, capable individuals work with one 
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another to achieve results that no one individual can. IIMA is trying to nurture this culture 
of autonomy, stretch, and teamwork that is believed to underlie sustained high performance. 

To nurture faculty development, FDEC has been invited to develop and share with faculty 
clear guidelines on confirmation and promotion. FDEC members have been allocated Areas 
with the express intent of having developmental conversations with younger faculty.

The Institute’s Performance Credit System has been used to offer incentives that encourage 
faculty to invest in research and teaching, and through limited tradability, encourage them to 
specialize in what they do best.

We are investing in fundraising with alumni and corporates, partly leading to better connect 
with them, but also to use their funding support to establish some chairs that will provide 
salary supplement and research funding to capable faculty, leading to retention of the best 
talent and also attracting the best from outside.

Grow
IIMA has tremendous potential of building a presence far beyond what it is able to achieve 
today, given limits to its capacity. Institute leadership plans to grow the capacity, but to do 
so in a thoughtful and strategic manner, aiming to have an impact commensurate with the 
ambitions, and ensuring that the quality of its people and its experience is maintained and 
upgraded.

Institute faculty, which is already quite stretched, given the scale of activities, is a critical 
resource for any growth to fructify. We must invest in recruiting faculty and yet ensure that 
quality standards are not compromised. During the year, the Institute focused on recruiting 
high quality faculty so as to raise overall faculty strength.

In addition to growing Executive Education, the Institute is exploring ways to offer a meaningful 
educational programmes in public policy. We are also exploring ways to strengthen the PGP 
programme by introducing international students to the class, thereby increasing capacity but 
also diversity of the class.

Research and Publication
Research output has been increasing, both in absolute and per-faculty terms. Part of the reason 
is a developing expectation and culture in the Institute that a significant proportion of faculty 
effort should be devoted to knowledge enhancement. Research and publication in established 
journals have now been given importance in measurement of faculty contribution. This would 
result in nudging faculty members to excel and push the frontiers of knowledge in their chosen 
fields of inquiry. 

In addition to writing scholarly articles, Institute faculty has been known over the years to 
contribute to an understanding of the world of practice through case-writing. The Institute has 
set up a dedicated Case Center to support the development and dissemination of case based 
research.

Several Centers have been established at the Institute over the years to encourage research 
in fields that cross-cut the traditional Areas of the Institute. Existing Centers include Centre 
for Infrastructure Policy and Regulation (CIPR); Centre for Management of Health Services 
(CMHS); IIMA IDEA Telecom Centre of Excellence (IITCOE); Centre for Gender Equity, 
Diversity and Inclusivity (GEDI); Centre for Electronic Governance (CEG); Centre for Innovation 
Incubation and Entrepreneurship (CIIE) and Centre for Retailing (CFR). CIIE deserves a special 
note of recognition for the efforts the Center has taken to encourage entrepreneurship among 
students and recent graduates through its incubation and mentorship initiatives. The Institute 
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has attempted to revitalize the Centers to ensure they are vibrant, engage faculty across Areas, 
and conduct relevant and meaningful research. The Institute is also contemplating setting up 
new Centers where interest and opportunities intersect.

Programmes
Following are key highlights of the long duration programmes.

The PGP programme is going through a detailed internal review. We expect the results of 
the review process to influence significantly the structuring and offerings of the programme. 
Meanwhile, the programme continued to flourish. Several new elective courses were offered, 
ranging from focused topics to perspective building courses. The number of institutions with 
which IIMA has exchange programmes has continued to grow. As of the end of Academic 
Year 13-14, the Institute had exchange relationships with 71 institutions.  About 35% of the 
student body took advantage of the exchange programmes. The PGP Programme was ranked 
18th by Financial Times among Masters in Management programmes as of 2013. Students were 
admitted through a meritocratic and independent admissions process. Although pleased with 
the quality of intake, the Institute has been concerned with the homogeneity of the entering 
class, which is heavily dominated by engineering school graduates and men. In coming years, 
we will endeavor to mold the admissions process to ensure that quality of students continues 
to be exceptional even as we admit a more diverse group. Placements continued to be strong. 
Several co-curricular events kept the student body actively engaged, both academically and 
socially.

PGP-ABM programme continued to be one of the premier agribusiness focused programmes, 
ranked number one worldwide for 2013 by Eduniversal. The programme is also going through 
a detailed review, with the results likely to significantly influence the programme structure. 
In admissions, following a conscious choice by the PGP-ABM programme committee, the 
mix of applicants has broadened to include larger number of students from non-agriculture 
backgrounds. The programme has three components: management compulsory courses, 
agribusiness compulsory courses, and elective courses. A distinguishing feature of the 
programme, four week long rural immersion towards the end of the first year, provides 
students a thorough experience of ground realities in the rural environment.

The PGPX programme, launched in 2005-2006 as a one year residential programme for 
executives with substantial work experience, continued to attract outstanding candidates, who 
have found the programme useful, and have proceeded to outstanding contributions in their 
careers. The programme was ranked 26th worldwide for 2013 by Financial Times among global 
MBAs. Given the significant work experience of the cohort, placements require specialized 
attention. The Institute has decided to strengthen the placement office to support this activity. 

The FPM programme awarded 10 Fellow titles in 2013-14. The programme is also going 
through a detailed review and is likely to significantly influence its structure in future. Given 
the pressing need for qualified management researchers and faculty in the country, the 
programme is important not only for IIMA’s academic environment but for the nation as well.

In addition to the long duration programmes, the Institute has significantly revamped its MDP 
(management development programme) offerings and relabeled the activity as Executive 
Education, to bring it more in line with global developments. We expect Executive Education 
activities to grow significantly in scale and scope and become more aligned with the Institute’s 
strategic objectives.
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Administration
Finances
The Institute achieved a surplus of Rs. 13 crore on a revenue base of Rs. 170 crore. Although 
it is gratifying to operate with a surplus, projections for coming years suggest the surplus 
vanishing very soon, unless revenue enhancement measures are taken urgently while costs 
are controlled effectively.

Infrastructure
We have an iconic and integrated campus. Our library is comparable to the best business 
libraries in the world. Our campus has an excellent ambiance with rich foliage and an 
ecosystem alive with varied fauna. However, the historic Louis Kahn campus is in a state of 
considerable disrepair and needs urgent attention. We have initiated a process of review of 
the buildings with the objective of embarking on a conservation and restoration exercise that 
will preserve this iconic architecture while also bringing it up-to-date. The restoration exercise 
will be multi-year and, since it will be conducted while the campus is fully functional, it will 
be complex and will limit physical capacity for a few years as the campus upgrades.

Looking Ahead
In coming years, the Institute rededicates itself to the goal of educating leaders of enterprises. 
We shall endeavor to do so by connecting better with relevant constituencies, nurturing a high 
performance work environment, and supporting strategic growth initiatives. Through all this, 
we will strive to maintain a culture of excellence, collegiality, and learning.

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ACADEMIC PROGRAMMES
Offered since 1964, the Post-Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) is the longest 
running programme offered by the Institute.  In surveys conducted by leading publications in 
India and abroad, it has been consistently ranked at the top.  The range of programmes offered 
by the Institute has expanded over the years.  Currently, the Institute offers five academic 
programmes of varying duration: the Post-Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) 
(equivalent to MBA); the Post-Graduate Programme in Agri-Business Management (PGP-
ABM) (equivalent to MBA); the Post-Graduate Programme in Management for Executives 
(PGPX); the Fellow Programme in Management (FPM) (equivalent to Ph.D.); and the Faculty 
Development Programme (FDP) for management teachers and trainers. 

1.  POST-GRADUATE PROGRAMME IN MANAGEMENT
The Golden Jubilee (50th) batch of the Post-Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) got 
off to a start on June 24, 2013, with 380 students.  At the end of the year, 375 students were 
promoted to the second year.

The second year of the programme commenced on June 10, 2013, with 376 students.  At the 
end of the second year, 388 students (including Double Degree) graduated, after having 
satisfactorily completed the academic requirements.

Details are given in Appendix A1.

The break-up of scheduled caste, scheduled tribe, other backward class, 
and disabled students is as follows:

Preparatory Programme
The preparatory programme is meant for newly joining students who are found relatively 
under-prepared in communication and mathematical skills. Conducted before the start of the 
regular session, 125 students attended this programme from June 3 to 22, 2013.

Orientation Programme
An orientation programme for new students was held from June 24 to 26, 2013.  In addition 
to addresses by the Dean and the PGP Chairperson, a dialogue with the PGP Executive 
Committee and briefing on the computer and library facilities as well as their usage formed 
part of the programme. An extended session on case preparation and case method was also 
held to familiarize new students with case method of teaching since that is the dominant 
pedagogical tool.

Tutorials 
Tutorials were offered by instructors in some courses of the first year to help students cope 
with the requirements of the programme.

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Curriculum
The curriculum is revised periodically by the PGP Review Committee to keep pace with latest 
research.

This year, first year students took 31 compulsory courses spread over six slots.  In the second 
year, students had to complete a minimum of 17 and a maximum of 20 credits of elective 
courses.

In the second year, 121 elective courses and 81 project courses were offered (including 2 non-
credit independent projects). On account of heavy registration, one elective course was taught 
in four sections, one in three sections, and 22 in two sections.  

New Courses
Twenty new elective courses were offered in the second year.  Details are given in Appendix 
A2.

Double Degree Programme and One Term Exchange Programme

Double Degree Programme
In order to develop academic and cultural interchange in the areas of education and research, 
the Institute has developed a double degree programme at post-graduate level in collaboration 
with the following foreign universities:

•	 ESSEC Business School, France

•	 The University of Bocconi, Italy

•	 HEC School of Management, France

•	 European Business School, Germany 

Three students from ESSEC Business School, five students from the University of Bocconi, 
and one student from HEC participated in the second year of PGP during the year under the 
Double Degree programme. Six second year students from the Institute participated in the 
Double Degree Programme at the University of Bocconi and HEC during 2013-14.

One Term Exchange Programme
In line with the Internationalization of PGP and with a view to providing international 
exposure to the students, the Institute continued its collaboration with international business 
schools for exchange of students during the academic year 2013-14.

While 101 (one term exchange) and 6 (Double Degree Programme) students went on exchange, 
84 (one term exchange) and 9 (Double Degree programme) students from collaborating 
institutions took courses at the Institute.  Details are given in Appendixes A3 and A4.

Academic Programmes
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Scholarships

This award is instituted by Mr. Ankit Mital (PGP 2005) to aid students who wish to start their 
own venture.  This year, it was given to S. Kanupradeep.

Outstanding Sportsperson Award 
Instituted by Mr. Sunil Chainani (PGP 1980), it is awarded to a student who gives excellent all 
round performance in sports.  This year, the award was given to Palaparthi Lalitha.

IIMA Special Need-Based Scholarships (SNBS)
The Institute awarded scholarships worth Rs.6,45,08,000, under 
the SNBS during the year.  Scholarships amounts ranged from 
Rs.79,000 to Rs.5,67,000. The maximum support of 70 per cent of 
the total course fee was given to 36 students. Programme-wise 
break-up of students on SNBS is as follows:

ST – The scholarship amount of the last academic year, Rs.54,47,163 was received and 
disbursed to the awardees.  For the current year, out of six applications received from first 
year students, five applications were sent to the Ministry of Tribal Affairs along with three 
renewal applications.  The grant for these scholarships is awaited.

IIMA SC/ST Scholarships
During the year 2013-14, 181 students received the SC/ST scholarships amounting to Rs.1500 
each.

Admission
Three hundred and eighty students were admitted to PGP beginning June 
2014.

Computer based Common Admission Test was conducted with a testing 
window of twenty days from October 16, 2013 to November 11, 2013. The 
programme attracted 163336 applications including several from overseas 
candidates.

2.  POST-GRADUATE PROGRAMME IN AGRI-BUSINESS MANAGEMENT
The two-year Post-Graduate Programme in Agri-Business Management (PGP-ABM) has 
been ranked number one by Eduniversal, Paris in agribusiness/food industry management 
programmes in the world for three years in a row (2011, 2012, and 2013).  Right from the 
beginning the Institute accepted managerial issues related to agriculture, food, and other 
developmental sectors as part of its thrust area. 

Course Objectives
The objective of the programme is to develop young men and women into competent 
professional managers for food and agri-business, rural, and allied sectors. Increasing 
environmental concerns and challenges of working in a highly market oriented environment 
requires the agri-food industry to respond dynamically to changes in policies and managing 
those changes.  Along with innovative skills, those working in this industry require a range 
of management skills, familiarity with the policy environment, and a strategic perspective.  
The programme prepares students for the arduous task of leading change and managing the 
process of those changes.  The programme objectives are:

��Equip students with conceptual and interpersonal skills along with a sense of social purpose 
for managerial decision making and implementation in the unique context of agri-business  
��Encourage agri-entrepreneurship among students to transform them into successful 
professionals within the agri-business sector
��Develop leadership capabilities in students, enabling them to adapt to change and motivate 
the organizations they work in
��Widen students’ vision and instil in them values of professionalism, integrity, ethics, and 
social commitment

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Admission    
The programme has been well received by the student community.    The Institute received 
1,35,911 applications in 2013-14. The details are given in Appendixes B1 and B2.  After an 
intensive selection process, which included the Common Admission Test, group discussion, 
and interview, 45 students joined the programme.

Preparatory Programme 
In order to strengthen mathematical, communication, and computer skills, all students were 
asked to attend the preparatory programme from June 3 to 22, 2013.

Orientation Programme  
A welcome and orientation programme for the new batch was held during June 25-26, 2013.  
There was an interaction and dialogue with the PGP-ABM Executive Committee and a briefing 
on computer and library facilities at the Institute.  A session on case preparation and case 
discussion was held to introduce students to case method of instruction.

The First year of the PGP-ABM programme got off to a start on June 24, 2013 with 45 students. 
At the end of the year, 38 students were promoted to the second year. Details are given in 
Appendix B3. 

Curriculum  
The first year of the programme is common with the PGP. The students took 31 compulsory 
courses spread over six slots.

In the second year four sector-specific compulsory courses and 23 elective courses covering 
different aspects of agribusiness were offered. Two new elective courses (I) Food Supply Chain 
Management and (II) Economics of Food Quality were offered in the second year.  Second 
Year students were required to register for a minimum of 17 credits and a maximum of 20 
credits. They were also allowed to register for 3 credit units from other programmes in any of 
the three combined slots. 

Rural Immersion Module
The objective of the rural immersion module is to give students an exposure to rural life, 
learning from interaction with villagers, and becoming familiar with the rural environment, 
society, institutions, and economy. The first phase of the module was organized from March 25 
to April 6, 2013.  Students were divided into ten groups. Two groups were placed in Vaishali 
and Madhubani districts of Bihar, two groups were placed by SEEDS (NGO) based in XLRI, 
Jamshedpur, two groups were placed with Kalamandir, another NGO based in Jamshedpur, 
three groups were placed in Amalsad in Gujarat, and one in Enabavi Village in Andhra 
Pradesh. The second phase was organized  from  December 10 to 21, 2013, in the aforesaid 
locations.

Exchange Programme
Four second year students of PGP-ABM went to ESSEC MS Agribusiness School and spent a 
term.  Three students from ESSEC spent a term at the Institute during June-September 2013.

Amaethon 2014
Amaethon 2014, IIMA’s agribusiness, food, and rural summit, was organized on January 11-
12, 2014. The event was inaugurated by Shri Bhupendrasinh Chudasma, Honourable Minister 
of Rural Development, Government of Gujarat.  About 300 students from universities and 
business schools as well as experts from industry, government, and academia attended the 
summit. Panel discussions were held on a wide range of topics.  Several workshops were also 
conducted.

Academic Programmes
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PGP-ABM/SPA/PMA Alumni Meet
An all-batch alumni reunion of 25 participants of PGP-ABM/SPA/PMA was held at the 
Institute from January 10 to 12, 2014.  The sessions witnessed enthusiastic response from the 
participants who shared their experiences.  

3. POST-GRADUATE PROGRAMME IN MANAGEMENT FOR EXECUTIVES (PGPX)
Spread over five academic terms, the PGPX programme is structured around six segments: 
Induction, Building Blocks, Preparing for Top Management, International Immersion, 
Electives, and Capstone. The programme commenced on Sunday April 7, 2013. The batch had 
85 students including 11 female students.  The profile of the PGPX 2013-14 batch is given in 
Appendix C.

Twenty-three core/compulsory and eighty-two elective courses including eleven new courses 
were offered during the academic year of which thirty-eight courses sailed including four new 
courses.

International Immersion Programme (IIP)
The IIP was held from August 26 to September 6, 2013. Students travelled in three groups to:

��Chinese University of Hong Kong (28 students)
��Warwick Business School, University of Warwick, Coventry (18 students)
��ESCP, Paris (39 students)

Exchange Programme
A module on “Doing Business in India” was organized for 14 exchange students from Warwick 
Business School. This module covered topics such as Culture, People, and Leadership, 
Marketing, Legal Aspects of Doing Business, Public Private Partnerships in Infrastructure 
Sector, Capital Markets, Innovation and Entrepreneurship, Legal and Regulatory Frameworks, 
and Economic Situation including WTO rules prevalent in India. As part of the programme, 
participants visited Arvind Mills (Shirting Unit, Santej), Sintex (Plastics Unit, Kalol), and the 
GVK EMRI (108 Ambulance Services) Centre in Ahmedabad.

Awards
All 85 PGPX students graduated successfully.  Following awards were given:

��All-round Excellence Award carrying cash of Rs. 50000 sponsored by Shri Arun Duggal 
(Chairman, Shriram Capital Ltd., IIMA Visiting Faculty, and alumnus 1974 batch) was 
given to Nikhil Paruchuri. 

International Recognition
PGPX continued to be ranked among the best in the world in the Financial Times FT Global 
MBA Rankings 2014.  It was ranked second in Career Progress and 30th overall.

Student Activities

ConneXion2013
ConneXion 2013, the annual business conclave, was organized from October 24 to 26, 2013.  
It was kicked off with a traditional 5 km run within the campus. Around 15 business leaders 
attended the event to present their views on the central theme of event: “India INCubate: Idea 
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to Action,” which was organized around four sub-themes: Bridging the Divide: Subsidy to 
Sustainability, Redefining Made in India: Low Cost to High Value, New Media New Rules, and 
Building India’s Leadership Pipeline. Senior executives from reputed companies exchanged 
ideas with students on various themes. A Member of Parliament, Mr. Suresh Prabhu, was also 
an expert panelist during this event. The keynote speakers were Dr. K.C. Chakrabarty, Deputy 
Governor, Reserve Bank of India, and Mr. Amit Agarwal, Country Head, Amazon India. A 
CEO dinner was organized on October 25, 2013, where the Chief Guest was Dr. A.K. Jagessur, 
GOSK, High Commissioner, Embassy of Mauritius.

X-Biz
X-Biz was conducted in a war game format this year and focused on “Socio-Economic Impact 
of the Land Acquisition Act”. Industry leaders, government experts, and activists mentored 
participating teams. There were various stakeholders, each represented by student teams 
(from IIMA and IIMB) such as The Indian Farmer, State Government, Government of India/
Policy Formulator, Real Estate Developers, Social Activists, and Infrastructure Companies. 
The event was anchored very well by Professor Shailendra Mehta who has used war games 
as a research tool for many years.  Student presentations were evaluated by experts and the 
winning team (from IIMA) was awarded a trip to Mauritius by Air Mauritius.

PGPX Alumni Meet
A large contingent of PGPX alumni came down for this event and shared interesting stories 
of their success and the contribution of PGPX in their careers. The event culminated with a 
felicitation ceremony of the X3 batch.

Admission
Six hundred and ninety applications were received for PGPX 2014-15, out of which 230 
applicants were shortlisted. Final offers were made to 100 candidates and 25 were placed in 
wait list of which 4 were activated. Finally 85 candidates joined the programme of which 13 
are women. Seven candidates who took admission deferred their joining to April 2015. 

4.   FELLOW PROGRAMME IN MANAGEMENT
So far 295 students had received the title of “Fellow of the IIMA”. With the addition of 10 (ten) 
students who graduated in March 2014, the total stands at 305. There are 32 students in thesis 
phase and 37 students are pursuing course work.

Seventh IIMA Doctoral Colloquium
The Seventh Doctoral Colloquium held from December 9 to 11, 2013, had more than 150 
participants consisting of registered Ph.D. students, Ph.D. graduates, professors, and 
representatives from the corporate sector. It provided a platform to over 80 doctoral candidates 
to present their research over two days and engage in meaningful conversations with their 
peers and subject matter experts.

The colloquium featured four workshops in emerging fields of research. Keynote speeches 
were delivered by Professors Sumit Kundu, Viswanath Pingali, and Peter Stokes.

The colloquium also had two panel discussions on “Doing and Disseminating Meaningful 
Research” chaired by Professor D.P. Dash and “Gender Sensitization and Creation of Women 
Centric Workspaces” chaired by Professor Ajeet Mathur.

The doctoral colloquium signals a significant effort towards the creation of an academic 
community with a strong focus on publishing quality research.

Academic Programmes
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5.  PLACEMENT
PGP
The placement process for the graduating batch of the PGP was completed with students 
being placed across various sectors and functions of their choice. The successful completion 
of placement for 378 students stands testament to the high quality of students and the robust 
nature of the placement process that provides adequate flexibility to both students and 
recruiters.

Placement Process
The placement process was conducted in two stages. The first was the lateral process where 
firms interviewed students with work experience and offered them mid-level managerial 
positions. The second stage was the final placement process where firms were grouped into 
cohorts based on the profile offered, and groups of cohorts were invited to campus across 
different clusters. As in previous years, students were provided the flexibility of making a 
“dream” application to any firm of their choice in a subsequent cluster even with an offer in 
hand. This gave students the flexibility and choice to build careers in sectors of their preference.

Top Recruiters
More than 125 firms participated in the placement process including the laterals. Accenture 
Strategy was the top recruiter across all clusters having picked 18 students. In the strategy-
consulting domain, the Boston Consulting Group extended 15 offers to students while A.T. 
Kearney, Bain & Company, and McKinsey & Company extended 7 offers each. In the niche 
consulting domain, EXL was the highest recruiter with 8 offers. Among global investment 
banks, HSBC was the largest recruiter having picked 9 students for roles in investment 
banking, corporate banking, and private banking. In the consumer goods and services sector, 
Hindustan Unilever and Star TV India were the leading recruiters having extended 6 offers. 
Amongst general management firms, Reliance Industries Limited was the largest recruiter 
with 8 offers. In the technology sector, Amazon was the largest recruiter having extended 15 
offers for roles in business development and operations. Latent View and Samsung extended 
7 offers for roles in data analytics and business development.

Entrepreneurship
The Institute has always encouraged students to take up entrepreneurship as a career and this 
year, thirteen students opted out of the placement process to start their own ventures. The 
start-ups include an IT solutions venture to support the logistics and transportation sector, 
and a platform for improving the agriculture supply-chain, amongst others. In line with its 
culture of fostering entrepreneurship, the Institute offers a placement holiday to these students 
wherein they will be allowed to participate in placement in one of the next two years in the 
event that their venture does not work out. 

Strengthening Old Relationships and Forging New Ones
Placements are viewed as an opportunity to build relationships with the industry and create 
a symbiotic association. Not only did existing recruiters maintain their relationship with the 
Institute through recruiting large numbers but many new companies also recruited. Twenty- 
eight companies came to the campus this year for the first time.  

PPO Placements
Based on the performance of students in summer internships, 118 pre-placement offers were 
made by 53 companies out of which 84 were accepted.	
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Lateral Placement
The thrust on lateral placement ensures that students could leverage their experience. Firms 
like Amazon, Latent View, Infosys, Star India, Mahindra ComViva, Microsoft IDC, Narayana 
Hrudalaya, Aditya Birla Group, Airtel, Cognizant, Dunia Finance, Google, and India Property 
were some of the major recruiters during the process. About 40 firms participated in the lateral 
process and extended 108 offers out of those 87 were accepted by students. 

PGP-ABM
Placement process for 41 students was completed successfully. The robust placement 
process was well received by both recruiters and students, effectively matching talent with 
opportunities. A testament to the strength of the process and calibre of students was that 
companies created special roles for candidates based on their profiles.

Over 30 companies participated in the placement process, ranging from MNCs to small and 
medium enterprises as well as notable start-up firms. Godrej Agrovet, GSFC, Kirloskar Oil 
Engines Limited, and Naga Industries recruited three students each. Escorts, Gati-KWE, 
I-Prof, Mondelez International, SH Group, Standard Chartered, Stellapps, and Tata Rallis 
hired students for the first time. Regular recruiters such as ESP, Rabo Bank, Syngenta, and 
Tafe also recruited.

A variety of roles were offered across diverse domains including Seeds, Fertilizers, Pesticides, 
Inclusive Banking, Corporate Banking, Food & Agribusiness Research and Advisory, Logistics 
and Supply Chain Management, Platform Development, Plantations, Commodity Trading, 
Agricultural Machinery, Rural Banking, and Consulting. 

Three students opted out of the placement process to launch their own ventures. 

PGPX 
Placement for PGPX students started from December on a rolling basis. The focus is on 
ensuring a good fit between the participant and the potential job/role. 

This year’s recruiters spanned conglomerates, IT, engineering and technology, consulting, and 
many first-time recruiters.

Firms that returned for recruitment included Google, Goldman Sachs, Hero Moto, Amazon, 
and Mindtree.  Bharti Airtel Limited and Accenture Services Private Limited made the largest 
number of offers.

6.  CONVOCATION 	
The forty-ninth convocation of the Institute was held on March 22, 2014.  Mr. Anand Mahindra, 
Chairman and Managing Director, Mahindra & Mahindra Ltd., delivered the convocation 
address.  At the convocation, 10 FPM students were awarded the title of Fellow of the Indian 
Institute of Management, Ahmedabad, 388 students were awarded the Post-Graduate Diploma 
in Management, 41 students were awarded the Post-Graduate Diploma in 
Agri-Business Management, and 85 students were awarded the one-year Post-
Graduate Diploma in Management for Executives.

7.  FACULTY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME IN MANAGEMENT
The Faculty Development Programme (FDP) is a 15-week residential programme, specially 
designed for faculty members of management education and training institutes. The first FDP 
was offered in 1979, after the Institute had experimented with a series of University Teachers’ 
Programmes. Over the years the FDP’s structure and curriculum have been reworked to address 
emerging developmental needs of management educators. The 35th FDP was conducted from 
June 10 to September 28, 2013. Thirty-eight management teachers, including three from Nepal, 
attended the programme.  There were 17 women participants. Fellowships were given to 18 
self-sponsored participants.  

The major focus of FDP is on upgrading the teaching, training, and research skills of management 
educators—especially those educators who have not had adequate opportunities to hone their 
teaching and research skills. Three sets of courses were offered in the 35th FDP: discipline-based 
courses, foundational courses, and a set of electives.  The first set of courses included Strategy 
Formulation and Implementation, Information Technology for Management, Economic 
Environment and Policy, Management Accounting, Financial Management, Marketing, 
Business and Marketing Research Methods, Understanding Organizational Behaviour, 
Qualitative Research Methods, Human Resource Management, Statistics for Data Analysis, 
and Operations Management.

The foundational courses aimed at specific pedagogical and research skills, and included 
Communication for Management Teachers, Research Methods, Applications for Data Analysis, 
and Introduction to Case Writing. 

The electives included Health and Hospital Management, Course Design: Managing 
Climate Change, Business in Democratic Society, Strategy in Emerging Markets, Social 
Entrepreneurship, Crafting and Publishing of Research, Decision Making, Game Theory for 
Decision Making, and International Business. 

FDP has been recognized as one of the best programmes in the country for an intensive 
management faculty development experience. The FDP alumni network now has 702 members, 
including 83 management teachers from Nepal, Bangladesh, Maldives, Sri Lanka, Bhutan, and 
Ethiopia. Over the years FDP alumni have been contributing significantly to improvements in 
the quality of management education in India and abroad. 

FDP Alumni Conference
The FDP Alumni Conference on the topic “Ethics and Social Responsibility of Business 2013” 
was organized by the GITAM University during December 20-21, 2013, in Visakhapatnam 
with academic support from the Institute.

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RESEARCH AND PUBLICATIONS
Research constitutes an important academic activity at the Institute.  Funding for research 
projects – classified as large, small, or seed money depending on quantum of funding and 
other support – is provided by the Institute.  Case writing is another important activity that 
is funded by the Institute.  Publications in various forms – books, monographs, papers in 
journals, cases – result from these research projects.

During the year, 8 research projects, 6 seed money projects, and 4 case development projects 
were completed.  Eight research projects, 6 seed money projects, and 8 case development 
projects were initiated, while 1 case development project was closed.  In addition, 36 summer 
internship projects were undertaken.

During the year, the academic community wrote 20 books and 110 articles in journals. They 
contributed 23 chapters in Books, presented 129 papers in conference, and wrote 103 working 
papers.

Vikalpa: The Journal for Decision Makers 

Vikalpa: The Journal for Decision Makers (www.vikalpa.com) is a quarterly publication of 
the Indian Institute of Management, Ahmedabad. Currently in its 39th year of publication, 
Vikalpa is recognized as a premier management journal, communicating developments in 
the field of management to academicians and managers. The focus of the journal is on applied 
research that meets the standards of academic rigour and reflections that are relevant to 
practising managers. 

Every issue of Vikalpa has the following features. Perspectives presents emerging issues and 
ideas that call for action or rethinking by managers, administrators, and policy makers in 
organizations. Research has analytical or research-based articles that focus on the resolution 
of managerial and academic issues. Interfaces presents articles which are of practical utility 
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to managers and which would help them in updating their managerial skills. Notes and 
Commentaries covers preliminary research, review of literature, and comments on published 
papers. Colloquium includes debate on a contemporary topic. Management Case describes 
a real-life situation faced, a decision or action taken by an individual manager or by an 
organization at the strategic, functional, or operational levels; Diagnoses features analyses of 
the Case by academicians and practitioners. Vikalpa also features Book Reviews. 

Vikalpa is a peer-reviewed journal. All contributions received are put through a two-stage 
review process; a preliminary screening and double-blind review; accepted contributions are 
edited suitably. About 96 reviewers were involved in reviewing the papers during the year.

During 2013-2014, Vikalpa received 355 papers; 266 of these were rejected at the preliminary 
stage, the rest, after review, would be accepted, either without modification or after revisions 
by the authors, or rejected—this process will be completed during 2014-15. About 16 papers 
were cleared for publication during the year thus having an acceptance rate of less than five 
per cent. About 96 academicians were involved in the review process. 

During the year, copies of Vikalpa were distributed to approximately 12,000 subscribers 
including society members.
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MANAGEMENT DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES
In the financial year 2013-14, the Institute offered 59 Management Development Programmes 
(MDPs). They attracted 1,578 executives from private and public sector organizations including 
government departments.  The MDP activity resulted in 11,107 participant-days.

During the year, 3TP Middle Management Programme was offered twice.

Of the 59 programmes, four were regular General Management Programmes.

Of the remaining 55 programmes, two were global programmes, seven were new programmes, 
and 46 were repeat offerings. Of these seven new programmes, two were offered by Centre 
for Management of Health Services and one each was offered by Public Systems, Information 
Systems, Production and Quantitative Methods, Marketing, and Agriculture.

Initially, 66 programmes were planned to be offered, but, subsequently, 7 programmes were 
cancelled.

Mainstreaming of Gender
The GEDI Centre’s core focus in 2013-14 was on:

��mainstreaming of gender issues and concerns through a series of dialogues by GEDI Centre 
faculty members with stakeholding constituents including policy makers, academicians, 
leaders, managers, entrepreneurs and others. This included two special symposiums in 
December 2013 in which Professors Manjari Singh and Ajeet Mathur of IIMA, Professor 
Ujvala Rajadhyaksha, Saint Mary’s College, Notre Dame, IIMA alumni and Professor 
Vasanthi Srinivasan of IIMB anchored the discussions with scholars, practitioners, and 
policy makers. The themes were “Gender Sensitization and Creation of Women Centric 
Sorkspaces” and “Doing Gender Research”
�� research on various aspects of gender equity, diversity, and inclusivity such as a study 
of the nature of women’s representation on corporate boards in the ET-500 list and the 
impact of women’s representation on organizational performance (by FPM student Anish 
Purkayastha and Professor Ajeet Mathur), inquiries into Equal Pay for Equal Work (by 
Professor Biju Varkkey), and case study research to understand the structuring of women’s 
organizations for mobilization of political and countervailing power (by Professor Ajeet 
Mathur)
��engaging with the Centre’s primary task to create, support, and sustain gender-sensitive 
processes for better understanding of  disharmony in the management of gender differences 
through capacity building initiatives such as gender sensitization for school principals and 
school teachers of the Kendriya Vidyalayas (by Professor Ajeet Mathur) and initiating new 
projects such as with Mrs. Anju Sharma, Secretary, Women and Child Development being 
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developed (by Professor Asha Kaul) to assess the effectiveness of sexual harassment laws 
at workplaces
�� thematic workshops and a series of monthly GEDI Colloquia Evenings for the IIMA 
community and GEDI Centre affiliates in the Ahmedabad region to continue onion-peeling 
in action research mode, for deepening the ongoing enquiries into the nature of gender 
prejudices, persistence of female foeticide, abandonment of female babies, identity crises 
during late adolescence, systemic discrimination in service rules in adult life including 
government service, differences between how male and female sexuality comes into contact 
in the context of gender disharmony and problems of implementing laws that punish 
perpetrators of sexual harassment at the workplace 
�� supporting policy research, and providing policy-makers, practitioners, scholars, alumni 
and the student community with advisory support on gender initiatives
��undertaking case research projects that feature women protagonists 

Research Findings
Research findings during the year are: 

�� conclusions from the study initiated to understand the nature of women’s representation 
on corporate boards in the ET-500 list (by FPM student Anish Purkayastha and Professor 
Ajeet Mathur).  One hundred and sixty-three women were found to be on boards of 
directors which is less than half a per cent of the total number of directors. About two-
thirds of women directors were family members of promoters or representatives of banks. 
Boards with women tended to have more members pointing to the addition of women at 
the margin as a form of tokenism avoiding trade-offs where women might be preferred. 
No relationship has yet been established between women on boards and organizational 
performance even with a lag. This suggests that critical minimum thresholds may not have 
yet been attained for women’s representation to show up as making a difference.  These are 
initial results and research is continuing.  
�� insights from continuing action research through the GEDI Colloquia series that led to 
the formulation of a series of working hypotheses. These were submitted to the European 
Research Council in the form of a research proposal. This is one of the ten research proposals 
that has been shortlisted as eligible for funding under the auspices of the European Research 
Council. 

Gender Studies 
During the year, the GEDI Centre and the Vikram Sarabhai Library implemented the new 
classification for reference materials on gender studies bringing together all relevant source 
materials on gender. There were also new acquisitions to fill some of the gaps.

Colloquia Series 2013-14
For the GEDI Centre, “gender” refers to an understanding of the perspectives of both men 
and women.  Distinguishing itself from the stream of “women’s studies”, the Centre focused 
on gender injustices that arise at different stages of life and cannot be quick-fixed in a narrow 
set of adult roles in work life. For this reason, the Centre adopted a life-cycle perspective from 
the womb to old age through attention to pre-natal care, infant care, child rearing, education, 
work-life balance for couples in roles and systems, economic and social security management, 
and the chronic under-representation of women in authority in professional life.  Some of 
the priorities identified are:  under-representation of women in elected and selected roles of 
professional responsibility and capacity building to enhance gender diversity, equity and 
inclusivity at workplaces and in systems of higher education, gendered child-rearing practices 
and design of educational curricula to combat systemic deficits that translate into gender 
stereotyping, and the special challenges for women entrepreneurs and managers.

Interdisciplinary Centres and Groups
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The report of the Justice Verma Committee was discussed in two successive colloquia 
evenings in 2013. Justice Verma was himself invited to be present at one of them.  The Centre 
partnered with NGOs working with female foeticide, female infanticide, orphans, and experts 
to understand the nature of prejudices, understand modalities and taboos around male and 
female sexuality, and how mishandling sexual excitement can lead to problems with gender 
relations. 

Highlights of some of the notable GEDI Colloquia during 2013-14 are summarized below:

��The two GEDI Colloquia that discussed the Justice Verma Committee Report had drawn 
attention to how violence against females begins quite early. Mr. Nitin Tonk of the NGO 
Talitha Cumi India was invited on July 19, 2013, to explore the nature of the problem of 
female foeticide, female infanticide, and abandonment of female infants as orphans. The 
centre screened the NGO’s award winning documentary film on female foeticide following 
which there was an animated discussion.
��Ms. Gauri Trivedi, IAS, was invited at the next colloquium on August 13, 2013, to examine 
systemic discrimination against women to which government is itself a party. Ms. Trivedi 
confirmed that gender stereotyping is systemically embedded as an unresolved problem 
in the governance and administrative frame itself. She went on to share how, even at 
the highest echelons of the civil service, women in the IAS did not have the same career 
opportunities as men.  She shared numerous examples in support of her contention that the 
government is a microcosm of a society which does not even recognize female sexuality as 
equal to male sexuality.
��Dr. Apurva Shah was invited to the next colloquia on September 3 and September 6, 
2013.  On September 3, 2013, The film Vertigo was screened followed by a discussion of 
male desire, man’s need to create and control a woman, how the female is “made” out in 
male fantasy, the violent and destructive nature of male desire, and how males handle and 
mishandle female sexuality. On September 6, 2013; the film Anna Karenina was screened 
followed by a discussion of female sexuality. The film helped understand the psychology of 
how roles are assigned to women or taken by women and how men handle (or mishandle) 
female sexuality.
�� In the colloquium on October 17, 2013, Professor Ajeet Mathur discussed eight working 
hypotheses. The discussion in this colloquium revolved around how during our lives we all 
proceed through membership of a diverse range of groups, whether by choice or by chance; 
how group membership is an inevitability and how gender manifests as a divisive force in 
groups based on prejudices of which we are not conscious.
��Dr. Allan Shafer, Fellow of the Australian Institute of Socio-Analysis, explored how 
emergence of powerful and often irrational negative feelings arise and how these dynamics 
are exploited by those in power to increase or cement their power. What emerged at this 
colloquium was recognition of how prejudices ossify from the ways in which sexual 
excitement is repressed or suppressed or expressed in healthy and unhealthy ways.
��Dr. Thomas Brod, psychiatrist, psychoanalyst, and yoga expert, was invited to introduce 
his world famous work on sexual excitement together with Professor Robert Stoller in the 
colloquium on January 30, 2014.  Discussion centered on Professor Stoller’s research and 
contributions to the theme “Gender identity and sexual excitement”.  Professor Stoller (of 
the University of California, Los Angeles) is widely known for his theories concerning the 
development of gender identity and dynamics of sexual excitement.  Less well known is 
Stoller’s contribution toward making psychoanalysis a legitimate research tool.  
��Ms. Anju Sharma, IAS, Secretary, Women and Child Development, addressed a colloquium 
on “Building Gender Sensitive Organizations with Special Focus on Protection of Women 
from Sexual Harassment at the Workplace” on February 27, 2014. The main concern voiced 
by participants was about how to build a society that upholds the dignity of women, and 
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how contemporary organizations and expected to provide a safe work environment for 
women. Concerns were expressed that more laws do not necessarily change the dynamics 
in the social fabric and there was a need to track transformative changes in societies that had 
succeeded from very adverse circumstances.
��The colloquium on March 7, 2014, on the eve of International Women’s Day discussed 
Rwanda’s experience of having majority of women in the country’s parliament. Mr. Joseph 
Kabakeza, Deputy High Commissioner of Rwanda, narrated how Rwanda recovered from 
the dangerous decade of the 1990s to emerge at the forefront of gender equity, diversity, 
and inclusivity.  

Progress with Case Study on SEWA
A case study is being conducted of the largest women’s cooperative in the world, SEWA (with 
about 2 million members), to understand the umbrella characteristics, hybrid organizational 
features, and countervailing power dynamics of this remarkable organization.

3.  CENTRE FOR INFRASTRUCTURE POLICY AND REGULATION (CIPR)
The Centre for Infrastructure Policy and Regulation (CIPR) promotes consultancy, education, 
publication, research, and training in the area of infrastructure, policy, and regulation.  CIPR 
attempts to leverage the considerable experience at the Institute in policy research in the area 
of infrastructure and regulation.

Training Programmes/Workshops/Conferences
��Conducted a one day workshop for Ernst & Young on “Commercial Structuring”
��Conducted a training programme for the state electricity regulators of India in two phases. 
Phase I was conducted in IIMA in October 2012 while Phase II was conducted in July 2013 
at the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory (LBNL), San Francisco
��Conducted an in-company training programme for Power Exchange India Ltd (PXIL) from 
March 12 to 14, 2014.

4.  CENTRE FOR INNOVATION INCUBATION, AND ENTREPRENEURSHIP (CIIE)
The Centre for Innovation Incubation and Entrepreneurship (CIIE) is a unique incubator and 
entrepreneurship promotion centre set up in collaboration with the Government of India’s 
Department of Science and Technology and the Gujarat government. CIIE works closely with 
investors, entrepreneurs, innovators, and service providers to foster entrepreneurship.

Over the years, CIIE has taken several initiatives to facilitate entrepreneurship, ranging from 
India’s first internet/mobile accelerator named iAccelerator, one of India’s largest mentoring 
networks named MentorEdge and India’s first cleantech entrepreneurship focused ecosystem 
and fund named Infuse Ventures. CIIE has strong partnership with leading entrepreneurship 
development initiatives like the Economic Times Power of Ideas, which gives it access to a 
very strong pipeline of scalable ideas.

Through its various initiatives like Power of Ideas, iAccelerator, Infuse etc., CIIE has seeded 
over 100 ventures across stages and has provided acceleration/handholding support to over 
300 entrepreneurs. CIIE has been an active player in the entrepreneurial ecosystem since 2002 
and has been a champion in identifying and nurturing the enterprising spirit of the Indian 
start-up community from across all sectors. In 2008, CIIE’s investment arm was incorporated 
with the objective of providing sufficient financial support to enterprises that would make a 
more sustainable impact to the businesses.

Interdisciplinary Centres and Groups
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To date, CIIE has:

��motivated 400,000+ people about entrepreneurship 
��helped 30,000+ crystallise ideas 
��mentored 4000+ entrepreneurs 
�� supported 200+ entrepreneurs 
�� invested in nearly 80 enterprises; which have leveraged CIIE investment

Alumni Connect for Impact
CIIE is actively engaged with alumni to support activities in the social investing space. This 
initiative has been funded by the Rockefeller Foundation.

The project has generated US $ 231,000 from participants of the event, validating the hypothesis 
that awareness is a significant issue for creating venture philanthropy and angel investment 
options. 

GIZ-Aarohan Workshops
CIIE, in collaboration with GIZ, launched a pioneering series of workshops focused on the 
ecosystem development for social enterprises in India through capacity building of support 
organizations. The workshop series had two goals:

��Capacity building of social enterprises with a keen focus on their critical needs
��Sensitization of grassroots support organizations to the needs and requirements of social 
enterprises at various stages of their growth.

Four workshops were held at the Indian Institute of Management (Ahmedabad), Kumaraguru 
College of Technology (Coimbatore), Xavier’s Labour Research Institute (Jamshedpur) and 
the Indian Institute of Technology and BHU (Varanasi). A robust support system for social 
enterprises was created. This network aims to foster peer to peer support and collaboration. 

Infuse
CIIE’s activities in the cleantech sector have received a fillip through commitment from 
various partners towards Infuse. International Financial Corporation, BP, Godrej Industries, 
Government of India’s Ministry of New and Renewable Energy and Technology Development 
Board, and the Asian Development Bank have joined hands with CIIE for Infuse’s activities.  
In partnership with ADB, an accelerator programme named PowerStart was organized under 
which 20 aspiring entrepreneurs were provided rigorous mentoring. A few ventures are being 
provided continued mentoring support and will be considered for investment by Infuse.

Young Mavericks Fellowship Programme
The Young Mavericks Fellowship is a one of a kind initiative that supports graduating IIMA 
students who wish to kick start entrepreneurial or other non-conventional careers.  This takes 
the form of a fellowship Rs. 30,000 a month for a period of two years. Through the efforts 
of seven Young IIMAvericks, four startups have been formed.  To support aspiring IIMA 
entrepreneurs, a four-day acceleration workshop was organized between March 10 and 13, 
2014.

iAccelerator 2013
iAccelerator is an endeavour by CIIE to identify, encourage, and incubate innovative 
technologies in the IT and mobile domain.  The fifth edition of the programme was organized 
in 2013. iAccelerator continued to act as a platform to bring together startups, investors, 
functional experts, successful entrepreneurs, IIMA faculty and students, corporates, and 
service providers to form mutually beneficial connections. 
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The programme saw increase in quantity and quality of applications. Eleven startups from 
enterprise, gaming, and consumer segment are being supported. 

Entre Fair 2013
The Placement Committee of the Institute organized Entre Fair on October 12, 2013, in 
association with the Entrepreneurship Club of IIM Ahmedabad and CIIE. Entre Fair strives 
to provide a platform for promising start-ups and B-school students across the country to 
interact with each other. These interactions help kindle the entrepreneurial spirit in students 
by inspiring them to either start their own ventures or pursue internship or full-time 
opportunities with these start-up firms. 

The Entre Fair commenced with a panel discussion on the topic “Career Opportunities in 
Start-ups”. The panelists included Mr. Anil Joshi, President - Mumbai Angels, Mr. Manish 
Maheshwari, MD txtweb @ Intuit Technologies, Dr. T V Rao, Chairman - T V Rao Learning 
Systems, Professor - IIM Ahmedabad, Mr. Sunil Parekh, Founding Curator at the World 
Economic Forum, Geneva, and Mr. Dinesh Arora, MD and CEO, Sundyota Numandis Pharma, 
each of whom provided a diverse perspective on the topic. In the post-lunch session, each firm 
was provided with a 30-minute presentation slot to showcase their start-ups to students. 

Many start-up firms expressed their interest in participating in the Entre Fair of which 21 
were shortlisted based on the sector and stage of growth. Over 300 students visited the Entre 
Fair from more than 15 institutes across the country. These institutes include IITs, IIMs, 
MICA, School of Petroleum Management Gandhinagar, Silver Oak College of Engineering 
and Technology, BK School of Management, amongst others. Students who are part of the 
Exchange programme at IIMA from overseas universities such as University of Bocconi, Italy, 
ESSEC, Paris etc. also participated in the fair. 

This year’s edition of the Entre Fair provided the opportunity for students across the world to 
engage in the event online through the webinar. This initiative was very well-received with 
10,957 students hailing from more than 12 countries participating in the event interactively 
through the webinar. These countries include India, USA, UK, France, Spain, Australia, 
Singapore, Germany, Kenya, Honduras, Qatar, Canada, etc. The queries raised varied across 
a range of topics such as the nature of Indian start-up environment, impact of the economic 
condition on their business model, their differentiation from bigger players in the market, and 
the key challenges faced by them in their start-up journey.

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Research, Training, and Case studies 
CIIE carries out research and training in the area of new trends, innovation, and 
entrepreneurship. Training is provided to students at the Institute to help them develop 
the necessary skill-sets in the area of venture investment, entrepreneurship, and technology 
development, as well as to aspiring entrepreneurs across the country. 

CIIE has been involved in creation of new several courses and cases at the Institute apart from 
organizing various seminars and training sessions across relevant topics. 

With an objective to enhancing startup literature, a case writing project was initiated and 
coordinated by CIIE during the year. Cases were written by 26 second year students under the 
supervision of eleven professors. 

Collaboration with Harvard, MIT, and University of California, Berkeley, for Research
A team from MIT visited the Institute during March 24-25, 2014, to explore and set up 
CITE  (Comprehensive Initiative on Technology Evaluation). This visit was part of a larger 
endeavour to create long-term collaboration between the University of California, Berkeley, 
MIT, and Harvard universities with higher education institutions in the Ahmedabad-
Gandhinagar cluster.

CIIE Investment Activities
CIIE has taken up several initiatives to support entrepreneurship though incubation and 
investment activities. The efforts put in to connect with early stage risk capital investors are 
seen as a step towards bringing together visionary investors and revolutionary startups. This 
falls in line with the ultimate goal of creating an entrepreneurial ecosystem that is capable of 
sustaining and flourishing innovative thinking and entrepreneurship.

Angel Investing Education Workshop
The first edition of this workshop conducted in Mumbai was aimed at training high networth 
individuals and prospective investors on acquiring rudimentary knowledge of investing in 
early stage risk capital in start-ups. 

The one and a half day workshop saw close to 50 aspiring early investors train under the 
guidance of practising investors. Issues addressed included evaluating business plans and 
assessing opportunities, backing an entrepreneur team, valuing a company’s worth, and 
building innovative business models to manage exits.

Investor Demo Days
The demo days conducted at the end of iAccelerator was a show and tell event with investors 
from across the country attending to learn more about the participants and get a first view of 
the product demo. The programme also saw an engagement from eight individual investors 
as in-house angels of which six invested in the iAccelerator cohort companies.

Investment Opportunities and Relationship Building
The sector-centric initiatives are seeing a surge in individual investors engaging at organizational 
level as also risk capital providers for startups. Apart from the portfolio companies being 
showcased to investors through different platforms, non-portfolio companies also get support 
from CIIE on financial modelling and fund raising on a chargeable basis. This enables wider 
engagement options for investors while not restricting the deal flow to portfolio companies 
only.
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Canadian Technology Accelerator 
Under Canada’s Global Markets Action Plan, India has been identified as a priority market 
that can drive growth and create jobs for Canada. Using the innovation and entrepreneurship 
ecosystem as a platform, CTA@India is a new Canadian Government programme to support 
the two-way flow of trade and investment for early and growth stage Canadian and Indian 
companies. For high-growth Canadian SMEs, the Canadian Technology Accelerator (CTA) 
will provide necessary tools, partners, programmes, and access points to accelerate their 
growth in India. For high growth Indian businesses and entrepreneurs, CTA@India will 
provide valuable assistance to launch innovative companies in Canada under the Start-up 
Visa (SUV) programme as a launch-pad to access the North American market. CIIE has signed 
a MoU with CTA@India as one of their strategic partners.

Global Entrepreneurship Week 2013
GEW India 2013 exceeded its targets in the number of events and the number of cities reached. 
CIIE also organized an Angel Investing Education Workshop in Mumbai. 

Co-working Space and Café
IdeaPad is dedicated to cultivating a dynamic, creative and collaborative environment for 
cool people in Ahmedabad to engage with each other in multiple ways by working together, 
catching up over a cup of coffee, over events, exhibitions and more. Call it a “innovator’s 
club”, if you may. Housed at IIM Ahmedabad’s Centre for Innovation Incubation and 
Entrepreneurship, IdeaPad is an attempt to get creative people (artists, designers, innovators, 
entrepreneurs, freelancers etc) of the city to come together, engage, and work together.

IdeaPad has 30 workspaces which will be offered to creative and enterprising individuals. The 
goal is to raise the visibility of CIIE locally and to be more accessible to local entrepreneurs. 
Café Turquoise is an extension of this idea.

5.  CENTRE FOR MANAGEMENT IN AGRICULTURE (CMA)
The Centre for Management in Agriculture (CMA) is an inter-disciplinary group at the 
Institute engaged in applied, policy and problem-solving research in food, agribusiness, rural 
and allied sectors. The CMA is also involved in teaching, training and consulting activities in 
these sectors/ areas. Given below is brief account of the major activities and accomplishments 
during the year 2013-2014.

6.  CENTRE FOR MANAGEMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES (CMHS)
Institute involvement in the health sector started with the establishment of the Public Systems 
Group in 1975. In the initial period, research focused on the management of primary healthcare 
services and family planning. Research activities were to include management of secondary 
healthcare services in the 80s and to tertiary healthcare services in the 90s. Subsequently 
healthcare insurance and related topics were added.

The Centre for Management of Health Services (CMHS) was set up in June 2004 in recognition 
of the Institute’s contributions to the health sector in the past and the felt need to strengthen the 
management of health sector in the context of socio-economic developments. The objectives of 
CMHS are to address the managerial challenges in the delivery of health services to respond to 
the needs of different segments of the  population efficiently and effectively, build institutions 
of excellence in the health sector, and influence health policies and wider environments.

CMHS is expected to:

9.  RAVI J. MATTHAI CENTRE FOR EDUCATIONAL INNOVATION (RJMCEI)
During the year, the Ravi J. Matthai Centre for Educational Innovation (RJMCEI) extended its 
research on innovations in elementary education through its project “Educational Innovations 
Bank”: Decentralized Professional Development and Quality Enhancement in Public 
Schooling supported by the Hewlett-Packard Sustainability and Social Innovation award. The 
project aims at building on the strengths of those government teachers who experiment and 
innovate on their own to overcome context-specific barriers to learning. In partnership with 
the Government of Gujarat, Innovation Cells have been established in all the District Institutes 
of Education and Training. As of March 31, 2014, 6497 teachers have been networked, and a 
number of innovation workshops and a state-level conference have been held. A searchable 
database of innovations has been built up. Experiments in reaching out to school management 
committees and teachers through mobile technology are being carried out. Identified 
innovations are being ‘packaged’ for dissemination to educationally-weak blocks.

RJMCEI continued to offer its week-long programmes (one per year) for principals of secondary 
schools and for directors of management education institutes. In addition, a leadership 
programme for education officials and two programmes for principals of engineering 
colleges were organized. An elective course on Entrepreneurship in Education (PGP) and 
communication-related courses for the FDP and FPM were offered.

(PGP 1999), is given to an academically performing PGP student at the end of the first year. 
Hemant Mundra (PGP 2014) received the first award. 

Souvenir Items
Alumni souvenir items include T-shirts, silk ties, wall hanging, brass plates, designer coffee 
mugs, tea cup set, etc. Participants of various programmes and alumni who visit the Institute 
buy these as mementos.

Ranking and Surveys
The Institute participated in several national/international B-school surveys during the year. 
The Institute continued to maintain top position in all the leading and prestigious national 
surveys. IIMA’s position in recent International rankings clearly demonstrates that the 
Institute’s programmes and students are of high quality and among the best globally.

In addition, the Institute participated in surveys by the Ministry of Human Resource 
Development (All India Survey on Higher Education) and Partnership in International 
Management (PIM).

FT Masters in Management 2013 Ranking
The Institute was ranked eighteenth in the FT (Financial Times) Masters in Management 2013 
ranking from among 70 programmes globally that were reviewed for ranking. The Institute’s 
PGP stood third in Placement Success ranking. 

FT Global MBA Rankings 2014
The Institute was ranked thirtieth in the FT (Financial Times) Global MBA Rankings 2014 
among top 100 list of B-schools. In addition, the Institute’s PGPX was ranked second in FT’s 
career progress ranking.

The Economist Ranking 2013
The Institute is the only Indian B-school to get ranked in The Economist full-time MBA 
programmes ranking 2013. 

The Institute is featured in the list of top ten schools by category, attaining the first position in 
the open new career opportunities criteria for ranking. The Institute made it to the fourth 
position in the Asia and Australasia 2013 on Regional Rankings and was ranked thirty-ninth 
globally in The Economist full-time MBA Programmes Ranking 2013, climbing up 17 places 
from the previous year.

GRANT-IN-AID
During Financial Year 2013-14, the Institute did not receive any grant-in-aid under Non-
Plan (Regular) and Plan (Regular) from the Ministry of Human Resource Development, 
Government of India.
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INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT
Addition and upgradation of infrastructure is a continuous process at the Institute. Last year, 
following upgradation work was undertaken:

��Conversion of one flat-floored seminar room to a 60-seater theatre style classroom. This has 
helped in augmenting classroom requirement for short-duration courses.
��Another sparingly used lounge was converted into a 40-seater theatre style classroom. 
��Ground floor and first floor of library have been renovated to increase functionality and 
efficiency by reorganizing staff seating and creating reading room, discussion room, and 
videoconferencing room. 

The Louis Kahn campus is nearly 50 years old and time is ripe to take up conservation activities.  
The Institute engaged the services of international conservation architects, Peter Inskip and 
Peter Jenkins, London, for consultations. Peter Inskip and his colleague Stephen Gee visited 
the campus between January 4 and 11, 2014, and have submitted their report. 

The Institute has appointed Somaya and Kalappa Consultants Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai, as the 
conservation architect for Louis Kahn buildings.

The Institute is in the final stages of the process of appointing a master architect for long term 
planning of the campus.
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PERSONNEL
During 2013-14, ten faculty members including the new Director joined the Institute. A 
faculty member and a staff member resigned from the service.  Fifteen employees retired after 
attaining the age of superannuation.

Leave of absence was granted to a faculty member to take up outside assignment while two 
faculty members rejoined on expiry of leave of absence.

Appendix N9 provides data on manpower strength.

Officers and Staff Development Activity   
During the year, 46 employees, including both officers and staff members, were sponsored 
for training programmes conducted by the Ahmedabad Management Association and other 
training institutes. The Institute continued to sponsor several staff members to pursue various 
courses.  Institute also conducted in-house training on English Communication by Society for 
Creation of Opportunity through Proficiency in English (SCOPE), where 18 employees received 
certificates.   Training programme on English for Beginners (english language training) and 
Empower your Worker (roles and responsibilities, positive work culture, self-motivation) 
were conducted for class D employees, where 92 employees attended the programme.

Official Language Implementation
The Institute is fully committed to the implementation of the official language policy of the 
Government of India.  This year the Institute celebrated “Hindi Fortnight” for the promotion 
of official language from September 16 to 30, 2013.  During this period several competitions 
(essay, poetry, words knowledge, prompt speech and handwriting) were organized. More 
than 100 Hindi speaking and non-Hindi speaking staff members of the Institute participated 
in these competitions. On the concluding day, cash prizes and certificates were distributed by 
Professor Ajay Pandey, Dean (Programmes). Manoj Bhatt, Chief Administrative Officer, also 
spoke on the need to enhance the use of Hindi in day to day work.  An exhibition of Hindi 
books on various subjects available in the Vikram Sarabhai Library was also organized.  Copy 
of messages from the Hon’ble Minister of Human Resource Development and Hon’ble Home 
Minister were displayed on all notice boards.

Two workshops on noting and drafting in Hindi and a workshop for giving working 
knowledge of Hindi software were organized during the year, in which 65 staff members 
participated. Eminent speakers in Hindi were invited to deliver lectures at these workshops.

Four meetings of the Official Language Implementation Committee were held during the 
year in which stress was laid on achieving the targets for implementation as stipulated in the 
Annual Programme for Region B by the Government. 
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The third edition of the Hindi magazine Pratibimb was 
published in January 2014 and was forwarded to all IIMs, 
IITs, Central Universities, concerned Ministries, Board of 
Governors, and all 140 members of the town official language 
implementation committee.  

For better implementation of the official language, the Institute 
is conducting training programmes with the help of the Hindi 
Training Institute, Ahmedabad, which is controlled by the 
Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India.  At present, 
22 members are taking part in a training programme.

A basic course on Hindi was conducted for exchange students 
from other countries and those interested to learn basic 
Hindi.   Twenty-five students attended this course, which was 
very useful in their day to day campus life.  A Hindi Kavi 
Sammelan was organized on December 10, 2013 at Ravi J. 
Matthai Auditorium. Famous Hindi poets from Ahmedabad 
were present.

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STUDENT ACTIVITIES

Abacus
Abacus is the Quant club of IIM-A which brings together all the quantitative enthusiasts on 
the campus. The club tries to help those students who had little or no prior knowledge of 
quantitative or mathematics based courses by conducting remedial sessions and guiding them 
through the basics of subjects such as probability and statistics.

The club also conducted its annual flagship puzzle competition, Nutcracker, a week-long 
event where the best minds battled it out for the final prize as well as a new-puzzle solving 
competition Riddle Fiddle which was held online over five days.

Abacus conducted various workshops on interesting applications of quantitative areas such 
as Poker and Rubik’s Cube.  

The use of quantitative methods in business management and especially in finance roles 
is increasing day by day and this is underscored by the fact that companies ask puzzles in 
the interview.  For this purpose, Abacus held the Tesseract event where it sent out a set of 
puzzles every alternate day a month before summer placement to help students brush up their 
analytical and number-crunching skills.

Abacus conducted its national-level Quant fest, QUEST, for the first time, which involved 
a variety of events including data analytics case competitions, puzzle competitions, and a 
speaker series.

Before the students left for summer internships, Abacus took up MS Excel revision sessions to 
revise the concepts they had learnt in the first term.

Agri Business Club
“A farmer has to be an optimist or he wouldn’t still be a farmer” – Will Rogers

The Agri Business Club draws inspiration from this quote, and we believe that a positive 
attitude in life is one of the most essential ingredients of success.

Last year witnessed some important and spectacular achievements for the club. For starters, 
the website of the Agri Business Club went live (stdwww.iimahd.ernet.in/abc). The club 
also came out with its fortnightly publication, ABC Bulletin. During the course of the year it 
organized two speaker sessions: one with Mr. Vijay Mahajan, founder of BASIX, and one with 
Dr. Suman Sahai, eminent scientist and geneticist and founder of Gene Campaign.

The feather in the cap was Amaethon 2014, the agribusiness, food and rural development 
summit. The two-day event was inaugurated by Shri Bhupendra Singh Chudasama, Hon’ble 
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Cabinet Minister, Government of Gujarat. The minister also released the food, agribusiness 
and rural magazine, Hyphen, on the occasion.

Amaethon 2014 had over 250 participants from various agribusiness and agricultural institutes. 

Alumni Interaction Cell
The Alumni Interaction Cell plays a pivotal role in forging and maintaining links between 
the Institute and its alumni. The club’s activities and programmes for its alumni are directed 
towards building lifelong bonds of kinship with the Institute.

The Alumni Cell conducted Synchrony, the annual student alumni meet across 11 locations in 
India and abroad. Each synchrony had an average participation of 100+ alumni and students.

The Alumni Cell conducted two speaker sessions:

��The first speaker session was conducted by Amitabh Chaudhry, CEO of HDFC – Life, on 
“How IIM-A helped Amitabh Chaudhry in his journey to Become a CEO.”
��The second speaker session was conducted by Rajdeep Endow, Managing Director, Sapient 
India, on “How Digital is Changing Marketing Forever.”

Both events witnessed huge participation from the student community.

The Alumni Cell organized the 1973, 1989, 1993, and 1998 batch reunions and started the first 
PGP-ABM Batch reunion. A host of formal and informal events were organized in and outside 
the campus to provide alumni with an opportunity to relive their campus days and interact 
with current students.

The newly started Alumni-Student Mentorship Programme is now in its second year.  It aims 
to map existing students with an alumnus who shares common interests, and can act as the 
student’s guide and mentor for all professional matters. 

The monthly newsletter Tidings from WIMWI was circulated regularly with the alumni. 
The newsletter provides snippets of various on-going events at the Institute.  The Cell also 
contributed to the IIMA Alumnus with news about the alumni. 

Sports Committee
Winning Sangharsh, a rare achievement away from home campus, is testimony to the new zeal 
that was injected into the sporting culture following a more focused and dedicated approach, 
by the Sports Committee. 

The year gone by saw the scaling up of the sports fest, Shaurya, which saw participation 
from across 32 colleges. It was one of the biggest sports festivals conducted in Ahmedabad. 
Yalgaar, the fachha-tuchha matches which kicks off the sporting calendar, saw sponsorship 
from Central Bank of India, which helped in organizing the event better. All these, and other 
friendly matches, and intra-IIM tournaments helped identify and groom talent which resulted 
in a strong contingent of 100 students winning Sangharsh in IIM, Bangalore. A chess blitzkrieg 
tournament was conducted to provide a platform for the large number of chess enthusiasts. 
An extremely motivational session by Mr. Arun Bhardwaj, India’s ultra-marathon runner, 
was organized which witnessed a massive turnout. 

Media Cell
The Media Cell ensures publicity for all the good work done by hardworking and talented 
students. 

Student Activities
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From working with external media houses to promoting campus festivals like Chaos and 
Confluence, to publishing stories on club activities and out-of-the-box initiatives by students, 
right down to creating greater brand visibility on social media networks, the Media Cell worked 
hard to spread the news far and wide. It was also involved in developing welcome kits for the 
incoming batch, printing visiting cards for students, and publishing several periodicals.

Several new initiatives were undertaken:

��Media Conclave was held for the first time during Confluence on the theme “The Business 
of Selling News.”  It involved a panel discussion by eminent media personalities.
��The FacConnect initiative was tried out where a faculty member interacted with selected 
non-IIMA audience via Google+ hangouts. It was a novel way of connecting non-IIMA 
audience with faculty members.
��The social media platforms were regularly updated and outreach activities were initiated 
on Facebook and Pagalguy for the incoming batches.

Beta
The core ideology of Beta is to cultivate interest in finance as an academic discipline as well as 
to promote it as a career option.  

Beta provides continuous guidance and counselling to students regarding careers in finance 
and assists them in preparing for recruitment interviews, summer internships, and final job 
placement.  The Beta Word of the Day (WOTD) and Beta Daily series are intended to help 
students understand financial concepts and stay up to date with latest financial news. Through 
Beta Perspectives, the club shares the internship experiences of second year students with first 
year students in an easy to consume format.  Beta Primers and REM sessions cover a wide range 
of topics such as corporate finance, investment banking, and markets and are conducted in the 
lead to summer and final placement seasons. The club conducted the renowned Bloomberg 
Aptitude Test which helped students globally benchmark their financial knowledge.

The Beta Mentorship programme is held prior to summer placement.  Each first year student 
is assigned a second year Beta member to guide, clear any doubts, and help with preparation 
for internship interviews.

Besides providing guidance with career preparation, Beta organizes a series of activities aimed 
at inculcating interest in finance among students. This includes finance symposiums such as 
Finomena which provided first-year students with an introductory platform to the world of 
finance, bridging any gaps in their understanding as well as increasing the awareness about the 
gamut of opportunities available in this field. This year, the club launched a new algorithmic 
trading competition in association with NAV Capital and helped organize the campus edition 
of ICICI’s Stockmind national trading challenge. In addition to competitions, Beta organized 
Viewpoint, a fascinating debate on the 2013 budget.

Beta has initiated a number of new activities, events, and publications this academic year. These 
include Beta Blogs which registered over 11,000 hits and the Beta Stalwarts Series of speaker 
sessions. As a part of the Stalwarts series, Mr. Bhavtosh Vajpayee, Managing Director and 
Head of India Equities at Barclays and an alumnus, was invited to deliver a talk on “Careers 
in Finance: Myths and Realities.” Other speakers included Mr. Pankaj Dinodia (CEO, Dinodia 
Capital Advisors), Vispi Bhathena (CEO, BSE Brokers’ Forum), and Aisha de Sequiera (Co-
country head, Morgan Stanley, India). Beta also introduced a new fun-filled finance quiz event 
called WhatTheFin which combined a Bingo style game format with finance trivia questions. 
Lastly, Beta organized for the first time a two-day advanced financial modelling workshop 
conducted by Wharton School alumni.
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Chaos
The 2013 edition of Chaos, the annual cultural festival, was organized from December 26 to 
29, 2013. Started in 1996, Chaos has grown in scale and now witnesses a footfall of over sixty 
thousand each year. The event saw participation from school and university students from 
over 200 institutions across the country and is India’s largest business school cultural festival.

Last year, Chaos was centered around the theme of “Tribute to Indian Cinema” in celebration of 
completion of 100 years of Indian Cinema and hosted a string of great performances – ranging 
from Salim Sulaiman (Bollywood Nite) well-known for their music in many Bollywood films, 
DJ Aqeel (DJ Nite), Ram Sampath, Sona Mohapatra, Samantha Edwards and SonuKakkar 
(Coke Studio®Nite), and the progressive rock band Coshish (Rock Nite). Alongside the musical 
events, Femina Miss India 2014 brought its “Walk To Fame” concept to the 
campus for the first time.  A special screening of the movie Goonga Pehelwan 
that revolves around the story of the wrestler Virender Singh and his journey 
from the by-lanes of a village in Haryana to becoming India’s most successful 
deaf athlete was organized exclusively as part of Chaos.

The cultural festival also saw the famed nationwide inter-IIT and IIM quiz 
competition Nihilanth come to IIM Ahmedabad. The acclaimed quiz 
competition involves over 160 participants from across 16 IITs and all 13 IIMs battling out 
across seven sets of quizzes. 

There were ample opportunities for theatre and music lovers to showcase their talent and 
enjoy unique performances. The flagship music event of Chaos provided an opportunity for 
top semi-professional bands across the country to battle it out for the coveted Blizzards of 
Rock title.  Top of FormXuberance brought the top dance teams across India together on stage, 
battling to emerge as the winner of the biggest cultural festival in India.  Art transcends all 
boundaries in search of expression and through its painting and photography exhibitions, 
and Chaos attempted to capture and showcase this elusiveness.  Many on-the-spot events 
and workshops related to dance, art, and gaming were held during the course of the four day 
festival. 

For the first time in history, flagship events and concerts were streamed live on the Internet, 
allowing people to witness Chaos in the comfort of their homes. 

Confluence
Under the theme “Traversing Turbulent Times: Obstacles to Opportunities” Confluence 2013 
witnessed over 15,000 participants from about 400 different undergraduate and postgraduate 
colleges. Confluence was structured to comprise competitive events across Finance, Marketing, 
Policy, and Strategy domains including Flagship Business Plan “Masterplan” competitions, 
exclusive workshops by IIMA faculty, and speaker sessions on various themes.  The theme 
was appropriate in the context of a new paradigm that has emerged for businesses across 
sectors and geographies – learning to survive and emerge from extended periods of global 
economic turmoil. 

The session on “The Global Turmoil and India Story” discussed the current turmoil in the 
global environment, and how it could be leveraged to create new opportunities. For this 
session, it was essential to dig deeper into a particular aspect of this theme – how India as 
a country has been impacted by the global volatility and what its response would be. Dr. 
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C. Rangarajan, as the head of the PM’s Economic Advisory Council and an ex-Governor, is 
amongst the most knowledgeable persons in the country when it comes to India’s economic 
affairs. Mr. Vinod Rai, ex-CAG, has seen the government function in detail from a third party’s 
perspective, and could elaborate on the broader structural issues facing the Indian government 
and economy. Dr. Ajit Ranade, as the Chief Economist of the Aditya Birla Group, one of the 
largest conglomerates in India, brought yet another perspective – that of the private sector.

The Entrepreneurship session was aimed at aspiring entrepreneurs to motivate them 
and help them make decision about how to thrive in a highly dynamic marketplace. The 
speakers invited for this session were Mr. Chander K Baljee, Founder, current Chairman 
and Managing Director of Royal Orchid Hotels Limited; Dr. Mukesh Batra, Founder and 
CEO of Dr. Batra’s Positive Health Clinic; Mr. Ashish Hemrajani, Founder and CEO of 

Bigtree Entertainment, the company which runs the portal BookMyShow.com, and Mr. Rahul 
Narvekar, CEO of NDTV’s latest venture: NDTV Ethnic Retail Limited, indianroots.com, 
co-founder of India’s groundbreaking e-commerce portal, fashionandyou.com. Each of the 
speakers shared entrepreneurial stories and inspired the audience on how they overcame 
their apprehensions and the turbulent road they faced through their journeys.

For the session on “Inspiration”, leaders from diverse fields that have excelled and set 
examples for others to emulate were invited.  They included Mr. Ashwin Sanghi, author 

of three bestselling novels including Chankaya’s Chants; a successful 
businesswomen cum altruist, Ms. Anu Aga, Chairperson of Teach for India 
and former executive Chairperson of Thermax; and a revered and decorated 
Air Commodore Rajesh Isser, Head of Operation Rahat, the largest heliborne 
evacuation and rescue operation in the history of the world.

The emerging theme of social causes in business was reflected in events 
like Run an NGO and Campaign for a Cause where participants suggested 
improvements in NGO operations in the former and made videos to raise 
awareness on a social issue in the latter. One of the biggest additions to 
Confluence 2013 was the first ever Media Conclave in collaboration with the 
Media Cell where India’s top journalists – Mr. Rajdeep Sardesai, Ms. Madhu 
Purie Trehan, and Mr. Paronjoy Guha Thakurta – addressed the audience on 
the topics of paid news and a sustainable revenue model in journalism.

Another part of Confluence 2013 was the Management Students Programme, a three day 
workshop series across six key management functions: marketing, finance, operations, strategy, 
consulting, and human resources.  Participants got the opportunity to bring themselves up to 
date with the latest in management theory and its real life applications.
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Eloquence – Public Speaking Club
Eloquence is the public speaking club of the Institute. The club is open for both students 
and the IIMA community. Every Saturday a meeting is conducted to provide a continuous 
platform for public speaking enthusiasts.

In September 2013, the club conducted a workshop on English grammar and essential 
speaking skills for personality development. The workshop focused on inculcating basic 
English speaking skills and focused on improving public speaking.

In February 2014, the club conducted a business etiquette and client interaction workshop. 
The focus of this workshop was equipping students to better handle work pressure in summer 
internships.

The club conducted mock GD sessions and mock interviews for students. The response was 
very good. 

The club conducted English speaking classes for Prayaas kids for a period of two months.

The club was actively involved in organizing public speaking competitions and debates in 
festivals such as Chaos, Insight, and Amaetheon.

Entre
Entre is a platform for budding entrepreneurs on the campus. 

In collaboration with the placement team, Entre successfully conducted Entre Fair 2013 that 
saw 20 start-ups pitching their profiles to interested students. This year, we expanded its reach 
to college/ university students.  It was webcasted live to 10,000 + students.

Not limiting to new opportunities, Entre tied-up with Prakruti Charitable Society, a Gujarat-
based NGO, to provide an opportunity to students to work on their new expansion into the 
tailoring business.

Bakar Session, a sector-specific mentorship, was organized frequently for the benefit of 
entrepreneurs looking for advice and guidance in specific sectors.

Masterplan 2013 was once again a resounding success which witnessed 600+ business plan 
entries from 200+ colleges across the country and abroad. The year ended in a high note with 
IIM Mavericks, a scholarship programme for budding entrepreneurs, held jointly with CIIE 
selecting five students getting a two-year support for venturing into the entrepreneurship 
world.

Forum for Industry Interaction
The Forum for Industry Interaction (FII) is the ISO 9001-2008 certified student consulting 
body. As one of the oldest student organizations, FII has facilitated successful partnerships 
between students and industry over many years of its existence. FII has continually delivered 
effective and practical solutions to companies across multiple industries and multiple business 
functions. 

The year was phenomenal for FII with teams serving various international and domestic firms 
like GE, FinIQ, Gujarat Technical Education, Syngenta and National Innovation Foundation. 
FII bagged projects from diverse fields: government institutions such as the Department of 
Education, Gujarat, to real estate firms like Lalit Hiranandani. A total of 43 projects were 
completed for 26 firms in the year with highest ever fee collection of over Rs.14 lakh. This not 
only provided opportunity to a large number of budding managers to work on live consulting 
assignments, but also ensured that utilization levels stayed healthy. 
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Many new initiatives were taken up to ensure that processes are streamlined and project 
pitching is carried out in an efficient manner. Development of project management portal was 
initiated and completed this year. This is a feather in the cap of FII’s achievements and has 
the potential to change information technology in FII projects. ISO certification process was 
initiated and final audit took place in January 2014. Subsequently ISO 9001-2008 certification 
was issued in February 2014. 

A case writing competition got good response. To reward the outstanding teams, a final 
award ceremony was organized on January 31, 2014. The event was graced by Mr. Milind 
Kulkarni, MD of FinIQ Consulting, and top officials from Department of Technical Education, 
Gujarat. The prize structure was changed this year with top five teams getting Rs.1 lakh, 
Rs.90,000, Rs.80,000, Rs.70,000, and Rs.60,000 respectively. Apart from these teams ranked 6 
to 10 received Rs.30,000 each and teams ranked 11 to 25 were felicitated with Rs.20,000 each. 
First three position winners of the case writing competition received Rs.55,000, Rs.40,000, and 
Rs.25,000 respectively. 

Finesse
In keeping with the unique dorm culture and bonding at the Institute, Finesse conducted 
“War of Dorms 2.0”. The competition was held as an opportunity for the dorms to show what 
they stood for. Dorms were required to come up with a mascot that they thought represented 
their dorm best.

Dorms were evaluated in two stages that captured both expert opinion and public approval. 
Top three entries from this stage qualified for stage 2, the online round. Dorms were required 
to publicize their posts and garner the most number of likes. Dorms united in their quest to 
win the poker set at stake and were seen publicizing their dorm mascot posters right up till the 
last minute in what was a nail biting finish between Dorm 1 (OnederGalz) who chose the name 
Wonder Women and Dorm 2 (Two to Tango) who chose the name Dunking Damsels.  Based 
on the scores of both rounds, Dorm 1 and Dorm 2 whose scores only differed by a decimal 
point were declared joint winners of “War of Dorms 2.0”.

On September 19, 2013, Finesse organized an Origami workshop.  Participants practised 
origami with the Finesse team led by Aravind Maddireddy.  The event began with Robert 
Lang’s Ted video of “The Math and Magic of Origami” where he explains the progress made 
by origami over the years, with folding concepts now being successfully applied even in 
satellite design (interesting video, do watch it!).  Aravind then explained the geometrical basis 
of the origami design he was teaching the participants. One could see the initial frowns on 
people’s faces slowly turning into excited smiles during the course of the workshop.

In September, Finesse conducted a quilling workshop for Class 8 to 10 students of Prayaas. 
Prayaas students were excited about the beauty and simplicity of their quilling works. For the 
Finesse team was a great experience teaching and working with them. 

GeneSys: Technology and Systems Club 
GeneSys aims at providing exposure to the emerging trends of technology. A communication 
platform between future managers and industry, GeneSys acquaints participants with various 
career options in technology.  GeneSys publishes newsletters capturing the latest trends 
in technology. Genesys also organizes talks by eminent personalities from IT field to help 
participants to gain insights. Last year the club invited the CEO of CEB India to deliver a talk 
on trends in the IT industry.

GeneSys works on organizing fruitful interactions with PGPX students. It has conducted case 
study contests in the past. These contests would allow participants to understand the challenges 
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in systems function and enable them to handle such situations in the future. GeneSys conducts 
biz tech quizzes and online Pictonic quizzes for avid quiz enthusiasts. It conducts remedial 
sessions in managerial computing for students and also before summer internship. 

Last year the club kick-started the Genesys–Technology blog. This includes latest technological 
updates and current trends in the technology sector. GeneSys also shares the daily happenings 
in the technology space through a Facebook page.

Prayaas
Prayaas was started with the vision to help underprivileged kids by providing them 
supplementary education. 

During the Joy of Giving week programme, Prayaas conducted following activities:

��Run for the underprivileged
��Painting exhibition/competition
��Exchange meets Prayaas: Exchange students will interact with the Prayaas kids & Prayaas 
members who will co-ordinate a trip through old Ahmedabad
��Share a Hope: Street kids in Ahmedabad will be joined by Prayaas kids and Prayaas 
members who will try to impress upon them the importance of education over interactions 
in campus
��Day at IIMA: 20 NGO representatives, 20 community members(underprivileged, differently 
abled, etc) and 20 members from external public (who pledge to serve the community 
during the Joy of Giving week and can submit proof to Prayaas) will be taken through 
the IIMA experience: classes, a mock quiz, lunch and dinner at the mess, a few mock club 
interactions, and a campus tour. Every day a volunteer will be responsible for being a tour 
guide to 1-2 participants
��Wish Tree: Prayaas will take the responsibility to stick “wishes” (things that can benefit 
Prayaas kids) on leaves and stick them on a tree that will be displayed on shopping malls 
(Alpha One, Gulmohar Mall). One member of the Prayaas team will be at the venue 
explaining its significance and encouraging people to pick up a leaf (wish) that they are 
sure to fulfil
��Surabhi: A cultural performance (by one or more of the Music Club/Footloose/IIMACTS) 
that is paid for by a nominal fee

In the art mela, many underprivileged kids from outside campus participated along with kids 
at Prayaas. 

RTE Centre
Students visited various localities of Ahmedabad to educate parents of five-year-olds about 
the Right to Education Act, helped fill up forms, and even argued with difficult schools to 
secure admissions.

Student Activities
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The Centre was set up in 2013 to help parents of needy students overcome procedural 
difficulties in completing and submitting applications. This year, the centre has managed to 
secure over 800 successful admissions and is in the process of sealing more. The centre has 
been responsible for 1200 applications, out of 1392 received by the District Education Office 
so far.

Apart from these, following are the activities which are conducted on regular intervals: 

��A photography, sports, and interaction session between the exchange participants and the 
kids
��Kids’ self-choreographed dance during Independence Day and Chaos
��Movies screening for kids
��Campus walk during Insight
��Football sessions on weekends
��Dance performance by Prayaas kids along with other NGOs at Vastrapur Lake
��US Pizza picnic of Prayaas kids

IIMACTS
IIMACTS started the year with a thorough entertainer “Shit Happens” which was performed 
in July 2013 soon after the PGP Golden Jubilee Batch felt settled on the campus. It was a huge 
success and was praised as much for the performance as for the innovative ways in which the 
play was promoted.

Next was “The Curveballs”, an ensemble of humorous English sketches, performed in August 
2013. It was a laughter ride which left the audience gasping for air. 

The first-ever faculty play “All Izz Well” was performed on September 5, 2013, on the eve of 
Teachers’ Day. It was a collaborative effort of the IIMA faculty and students, and was lauded 
by the IIMA community.

The much awaited “Tujhse Naraz Nahin Zindagi” was performed a couple of days after 
the faculty play. This was the first Hindi stage production of the year and was received 
exceptionally well by the audience.

The fuchcha team performed a street play “Bhai Saab Kidhar!”. The Nukkad asked the audience 

“Are we being driven by the right elements, at the right paths in our lives?” The street play 
questioned evolving trends and priorities in life in current times at individual and social 
levels. The same play won second prize in Chaos 2013 and first prize in IIT Gandhinagar’s 
Blitchron 2013.

IIMACTS brought Manthan, India’s biggest street play festival, to the campus. It is a known 
initiative of the theatrical society of Shaheed Sukhdev College of Business Studies, University 
of Delhi.  Chhaap, a Gujarat based theatre group, performed a street play “Nasha- Dhara 302” 
for the Gujarat Chapter of Manthan 2014.

The last stage production of the year was “Dhai Aakhar Prem Ke.” The play presented different 
shades and hues of love to the audience. It was highly appreciated for its beautiful portrayal of 
emotions that love makes us experience in our lives.

IIMACTS ended the year with a short film Dhulayi Ke Side Effects which was a tribute to the 
iconic Hindi film Chashme Baddoor. It was a rib-tickling recreation of the famous Chamko scene 
from the film, adapted by the IIMACTS team to make it more relevant to the life on campus.



Insight
Started in 1986, Insight is the oldest festival of the Institute. Originally conceived as a market 
research festival where students performed market research, it has now transformed to a 
marketing conclave having events like marketing competitions for students across the country, 
speaker sessions from the best in the country, and workshops for the marketing enthusiasts, 
apart from the unique Great Ahmedabad Mela, a platform for disguised market research. 

With newer competitions like “Swadesh4u” and “Music 2 Go”, seven different marketing 
competitions were organized where students from B-schools across the country contested 
hard. Over 600 students participated in marketing workshops such as market research from 
A/C Neilson and brand building workshop conducted by Lowe Lintas.  

In speaker sessions, brilliant speakers mesmerized the audience with their amazing 
Insights.  They included Harsha Bhogle; Alan Wilkins; Dhaval Udani,  CEO of GiveIndia; 
Saumil Majumdar, co-founder of Edu-sports; Sanjay Mehta, founder of Social Wavelength; 
Devdarshan Chakraborty, Director of Strategy and Planning, Perfect Relations, and Deepa M. 
Thomas, e-commerce evangelist from Ebay India.

The Great Ahmedabad Mela, a fair which acts as a platform for disguised 
market research, was immensely successful. Over the two days, the fair saw 
participation of over 9000 people of various age groups.  Campus walk, which 
showcased the history, architecture, and culture of IIM, Ahmedabad, attracted 
hundreds of people. While visitors enjoyed the fest to its fullest, the project 
teams were thrilled with hundreds of responses for their disguised surveys 
helping them gain incredible insights.

LSD
The Literary Symposium Desk (LSD) organized a kaleidoscope of events throughout the year. 

The year got kick-started by designing and compiling the IIMA Yearbook for the Class of 2013. 
The end product was a beautiful memorabilia that the Class of 2013 may cherish many years 
to come.

Post summer break, LSD found new vigour when the fresh batch of students arrived on 
campus. As a welcome treat, LSD organized a special Faccha Lit Week for them. This special 
week was filled with a number of literary events like quizzing, writing, word games, debates, 
fun speaking events, antakshiri, and a few other formats of literary events. This helped the club 
in identifying new talent and also gauging the enthusiasm of the batch for literary activities.

LSD successfully conducted the second edition of the Student Faculty debate, wherein top two 
debaters from the students’ community pitted their debating talents against two of the faculty: 
Professor Ajay Pandey and Professor Ankur Sarin. The debate was much appreciated by the 
IIMA community.
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Members of LSD participated in various inter college and open quizzes and literary 
competitions conducted in and around Ahmedabad.  It particularly dominated the quizzing 
scene being placed in the top three in almost all quizzes conducted by Nirma University, DA-
IICT, GNLU, PDPU, and other institutes.

Perhaps the most significant achievement of LSD was to host Nihilanth – the Inter-IIT-IIM 
Quiz festival in collaboration with Chaos. The Institute retained its record of featuring in the 
top two for past five years by placing second in the tournament this year.

MAD –Movie Club
The Movies All Day club is the collective source for all motion media entertainment. The 
club serves to quench the movie enthusiast’s appetite by screening films and documentaries, 
conducting workshops, organizing quizzes, and coordinating public discourse on 
contemporary cinema.

To start with, the club screened the film Lakshmi followed by an open discussion with its 
talented and renowned film-maker, Mr. Nagesh Kukunoor. The lively interaction introduced 
many to a real life hero Lakshmi and her fight to the evil in the society.

Another successful screening was that of Coal Curse, a documentary by Paranjoy Guha 
Thakurta in association with Greenpeace. It displayed the agony, misery, and exploitation of 
the people working in the coal mines across the nation.

The club screened Goonga Pehelwan, a film about the wrestler Virender Singh, India’s most 
successful deaf athlete, fighting for his place in the Rio Olympics 2016. The screening of the 
film The World Before Her in February 2014 by Ms. Nisha Kumari Pahuja, before it was released 
all over India, led to a meaningful discussion with the director on the role of women in Indian 
society.

The club also organized a movie quiz for the IIMA community in March and an online Oscar 
prediction event, in addition to regular film screenings.  It organized a workshop on movie 
making in association with YES Bank’s CSR arm. This session guided people about basic film 
making techniques that can deliver an impactful story.

Mess Committee
The Mess Committee aims at providing good quality food with the best possible variety to the 
student community. The committee got huge success in introducing new vendors: Tea-Tapri, 
a local tea vendor, and Radhika, south Indian food outlet. The committee organized Harvard 
dinner, Placement party dinner, Teachers day dinner, and two batch dinners. The committee 
ensures that all the outlets on campus serve hygienic food and regulates their prices. Its 
continuous focus towards providing a wide range of food led to opening of an Amul outlet 
for dairy products.

It invited a corporate etiquette expert to conduct a dining etiquette workshop. 

Music Club
Giving wings and life to the minds of often stressed students is the Music Club. Every show it 
organizes is awaited with excitement. 

The year started with High Hopes to welcome the students on campus. Next was the show on 
Day 1 of T-Nite.  The performance set the tone for a brilliant T-Nite that followed.

Euphony, the acoustic show, was another that raised the bar of performance.
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The Music Club performed at the Joy of Giving week.  The show left the audience asking for 
more. 

Bidding farewell to the outgoing batch of 2012-14, the club organized the Tuchcha Farewell, 
which saw PGP II students of the club perform for the last time in front of a jam-packed RJM 
Auditorium.

The club volunteered to perform alongside a PGP II student member Bhushan Ghachake in his 
attempt for the Limca Record for the longest drumming session.  He played for 30 long hours 
in the CT. The members played the rest of instruments during the time-period.

The cub was invited to perform at events like Chaos, Teacher’s Day, Harley Davidson show, 
Institute Day, Independence Day, alumni reunions, and department conclaves. 

Niche
Like every year, Niche welcomed the incoming students with Prarambh, the brand quiz. 
The enthusiasm level was simply mind-blowing. In collaboration with Team Insight, Niche 
organized a pan India ad making contest, which attracted marketers in 40 odd B-schools 
across the country. Teams came up with creative advertisements for fictitious products.  In 
addition, they were also asked to promote their products. 

There was a series of discussion sessions on various topics which drew enthusiastic response. 
The session on “Marketing as a Career” gave students a much needed insight on the life of 
a marketer. Niche continued to conduct the mentorship programme which was focused on 
guiding students. At the end of the academic year, Niche conducted “Ad-Mad Show,” an ad 
based quizzing event which had a great turnout as expected.

Niche was also very active during the placement season. This equipped students to be well 
prepared with all the quintessential marketing fundas.  A workshop on digital marketing by 
Mr. Deepak Gopalakrishnan from Ogilvy and Mather was organized. For the first time ever, 
Niche in collaboration with the Library Committee created an easily accessible database for 
marketing domain.

Optima: Operations Club
The Operations Club was founded in 2013-14 to provide a platform for students and faculty 
to facilitate the flow of knowledge in the field of operations management and interact with 
external environment to gain more insights. 

As a first step, a business plan was created by outlining the club’s purpose and proposed 
activities. The first activity of the club was a remedial session on operations management. The 
club prepared a placement folder to help first year students’ preparation for placement.

Many activities are planned to be introduced next year.  

Panacea
Panacea is the healthcare club, and has been actively involved in activities for the benefit 
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of the IIMA community while trying to reach out to help those in need through biannual 
blood donation camps. Panacea continuously follows emerging trends, news, and updates in 
healthcare and Pharma sector to spread awareness through newsletters. Apart from newsletters 
Panacea sends e-mails providing information related to signs, symptoms, treatment, and 
preventive measures of several common diseases like dengue, malaria, diarrhea, and dog 
bites. 

In 2013-14, Panacea conducted a blood donation camp on August 15 with help of the Gujarat 
Cancer Research Institute.  Over 150 units of blood were collected from students and staff. 
Every donor was provided a blood report.

In August 2013, Panacea published two issues of its newsletter Panacea Plus with articles on 
use of traditional medicines and dengue fever.

In October Panacea organized a dental check-up camp for students. During Confluence, 
Panacea ran an AIDS awareness campaign.

Perspectives
Perspectives, the Photography Club, organized photography competitions, workshops, and 
photo-walks which were spread across the year. Photography coverage was provided to 
almost all events on campus.

The club organized a workshop which was delivered by professionals in the field of 
photography. Many photo-walks were conducted in the city of Ahmedabad and nearby places. 
The club encouraged students to participate in various photography competitions organized 
by colleges and companies.

Prakriti 
Prakriti is a club of passionate nature lovers.

A Bonsai-cum-landscaping workshop was conducted by Ms. Minal Shah in September. More 
than 50 people graced the occasion and gained valuable inputs for creating potted  bonsai 
plants.

In association with Conservation Consortium and Jivdaya Charitable Trust, the club organized 
an awareness programme on vulture conservation in September. The programme included a 
small campus-bird watching session followed by a presentation on vultures nesting inside the 
campus. About 21 species of birds were sighted during the one and a half hour bird watching 
session. The campus is known to be a good place for birds and over 100 species of birds have 
been sighted during an average birding year including flocks of migratory species.

In collaboration with Asha Foundation veterinary ambulance facilities are provided on 
campus.  Students are voluntarily helping Asha Foundation in building a case for a world 
class veterinary hospital in Ahmedabad.

The flagship event of Prakriti, inter-dorm energy efficiency competition, got  serious push 
this year with stricter norms in calculating consumption changes, more number of prizes to 
monthly winners, and Foosball table for final winners.

With 10 per cent weightage in Inter-dorm energy competition, the inter-dorm Prakriti quiz on 
August 15 got off to a good a start.   

In association with Goonj, Prakriti started the initiative of Vastra Samman  during the Joy of 
Giving week in October and got amazing response.  Around 100 kg of clothes and monetary 
contribution were collected.
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Another club initiative was drafting the nature related issues on campus as problem statements 
for Prakriti members as well as non-club members, inviting solutions over them. Around 10 
projects were conceptualized out of which six got responses from the student community and 
three were approved.

Organized in collaboration with Perspectives, a trip to Nalsarovar bird sanctuary in January 
got amazing response from 52 students.  They saw the sunrise, ate local food, and saw exotic 
bird species like Pelicans, Egrets, Stork, Moorhen, Stilts, etc.

Public Policy Club
The Public Policy Club has spread its wings with both academic and non-academic activities. 
The year started with a session on “New Lens Scenarios: Exploring How Economic, Political, 
and Social Forces Shape Future Global Energy System” by Suman Bery, Chief Economist, Shell 
Group. This informative and educative session was well received. 

This was followed by a webcast of the panel discussion on “Geopolitics in India” by Neelam 
Deo, K.N. Vaidyanathan, faculty, and students.

The club actively promoted Yojanamanthan, a nationwide movement to incorporate the voice 
of youth in India’s political discourse. As a part of the event “Countdown to UPA-2,” the 
club organized a series of quizzing events on the social media and conducted a debate on the 
verdict. 

In collaboration with the Centre for Civil Society, the club floated three projects on diverse and 
interesting topics. 

At Chakravyuh, the flagship eventof  Confluence, the club organized a national competition 
on policy making.  The club started its bi-weekly news updates this year. It also completed the 
work on its magazine, Kautilya.

ShARE
ShARE IIMA Chapter is one among 30+ in network connecting top schools of various streams 
in a global platform that is a think-tank, strategy school, and a social network. ShARE - INDIA 
operates through IIT Bombay, IIT Delhi, IIT Roorkee, IIT Kharagpur, IIM Ahmedabad, IIM 
Bangalore, IIM Calcutta, IIM Indore, and Delhi School of Economics. It connects 15+ countries, 
and trains members through training prepared by tier 2 consulting companies.

A non-profit student think tank that has invented its own model, it started as a platform to 
share knowledge, increasing in scale.  Activities include:

��Research projects in business and social sectors
��Live projects from companies
��Collaborated projects across different chapters (national or international)
��National and International conferences/seminars
��Organizing and participating in competitions
��Training for members (prepared by tier-1 consult companies)

In 2013-14, knowledge created in the projects was shared with everyone offline through 
posters and banners. Members attended the ShARE world seminar and collaborated with 
other institutes on projects and discussions.  It conducted “ShARE the goods” campaign 
where a website was launched to facilitate intra-campus trading/selling/buying/donating of 
goods. Companies were contacted for projects.

Consult Club
The Consult Club brought out the first edition of the  magazine Tattva. The magazine 
focuses on four elements of consulting:  the client, the consultant, the firm, and the 
industry. The magazine was well received.

The club organized the immensely successful Sectorama 2013, the flagship event of the 
club, on sector-based case studies. The event witnessed participation of over 1600 from 80+              
B-schools across India and covered sectors such as financial services, telecom, aviation, and 
energy. 

The club regularly brought out Panorama, a monthly newsletter. Each edition of the newsletter 
covered a specific sector in detail including an analysis of the key drivers of the sector, 
emerging trends, major players, and effects of regulatory and policy changes. The newsletter 
provides important news updates on the relevant sector. The club maintained its own blog 
with articles on diverse areas.

The club conducted remedials for students to help them understand what a career in consulting 
entails, and what are the key skills required for such a career. Additionally, the club mentored 
students who were interested in pursuing consulting as an option for their summer internship. 
It also launched Consult 360, an exhaustive interview experience knowledge transfer to help 
students interested in a career in consulting. It improved the Case Prep Assist, a weekly 
mail to assist case interview preparation by increasing the number of sectors and case types 
covered. The Case Prep Assist mails contained samples of various categories of cases faced by 
candidates during interviews.

The Heritage Club
The Heritage Club was launched in 2013-14.

Computer Centre Committee
The Computer Centre Committee (CCC) acts as an interface between students and the Computer 
Centre administrator in order to address problems associated with the IT infrastructure. The 
objective is to help students by building new applications, organizing bulk deals, monitoring 
spam, maintaining discussion forums, hosting servers, and more. CCC acts as the students’ 
first point of contact for any advice related to the Internet, printers, and online applications.  
Over the years the club has been known as the technology club for developing applications 
like Dbab, Batch Profile, and Electronic Software.  CCC integrated the Dbab across all mobile 
platforms, which led to the success of PGP2 interactions with the incoming batch. It was 
responsible for facilitating the communications of over 900 students and ensured smooth 
execution of the whole process.

CCC carried forward notable deals at better discounts and models.  The most important was 
the laptop deal in collaboration with other IIMs where CCC was able to secure substantial 
discounts on Dell laptops.

CCC brought in changes in the policy for printer service check and tracking the status of 
printers online. The new anti-spam policy is envisaged as the foundation for future control 
mechanisms to combat spam.

CCC has started building web apps – like online student information directory, internship, and placement information 
directory – which are updated every year.These websites are very useful for students to find friends 
and seniors for placements and other events. The voting system has been in place since long 
back, but went electronic only from 2013. All the elections under the SAC ambit last year were 
conducted through CCC systems.

Stargazers: Astronomy Club
Stargazers, a club for Astronomy enthusiasts, organizes observation sessions for celestial 
bodies and holds quizzes throughout the year. For learners and knowledge gainers it conducts 
sessions on how to use a telescope, evolution of the universe, string theory, constellations, 
planets, the big bang theory, and many more.  It also holds viewing sessions for eclipses, 
iridium flares and meteor showers as and when they occur. The club brings out the astronomy 
magazine Corona once in each term which presents articles on various topics like cosmos, 
space-time fabric, time travel, wormhole, blackholes, various paradoxes, and strangest things 
in space, and gives a listing of books, movies, and documentaries. Guidance is provided 
through the magazine about how to view the night sky from campus with naked eyes.

Key events conducted by Stargazers:
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��Astronomy quiz: Participated by around eight teams, this quiz tested the knowledge in the 
field of astronomy.
��Fiction writing: Numerous entries were received for this event.
��Comet(ISON) gazing: This event was conducted during the wee hours of the day.  Owing 
to the geographical location, we could not spot the comet as it was outshined by the rising 
sun.
��Acquiring new equipment: Equipment to support space photography were bought.
��Moongazing session: We saw a long queue waiting to a glimpse of moon craters on a full 
moon day. Plans to conduct it more frequently next year are in place.

Cultcomm
Cultcomm, a club for keeping the campus alive and fun filled. As the students that come here 
are from diverse backgrounds and cultures, huge opportunities exist to understand different 
cultures. Cultcomm makes sure that every student gets at least one festival to celebrate and 
connects with at individual level. 

Major celebrations include Welcome the faccha week, T-nite (talent nite), POTY (Person of the 
year) awards, garba, holi, diwali, christmas, pongal, lohri, matki phod, ganesh chaturthi, etc. 
Major festivals like Independence Day, Republic Day, and Institute Day are celebrated with 
help from the Welfare Committee. Cultcomm also conducts several events in collaboration 
with other clubs like Music Club and Footloose. The IIMA voyager also a part of Cultcomm, is 
responsible for arranging bike trips to places nearby.

Mentorship Cell
The year 2013-14 was of great significance for the Mentorship Cell. It started with the allocation 
of mentors to the mentees on the basis of profile matching. As planned last year, primary and 
secondary mentors were allocated to PGP-ABM mentees. Also launched was the Mentorship 
by an Alum programme in collaboration with the Alumni Cell. Remedial sessions were 
organized for financial accounting and reporting analysis, which is considered as a course 
requiring additional help.  Extensive help was extended to first year students for summer 
placement.

Plans are afoot to utilize the services of the Student’s Personal Counselling and Development 
Centre more frequently.

An audit also includes 
assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as 
evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable 
basis for our opinion.

4.	 Based on our audit, we report that:

i.	 We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief 
were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii. The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipt & Payment Account dealt with by this 
report have been drawn up in uniform format of accounts for Central Autonomous Bodies issued by 
Ministry of Finance.

iii.	 In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by the 
Indian Institute of Management, Ahmedabad in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

		  The above balance includes `51.88 crore for pension and retirement benefits kept aside from 
owned funds which are in the nature of provision and should have been shown under that head.

		  Hence Capital/Earmarked/Endowment funds are overstated and Current Liabilities and Provisions 
is understated by `51.88 crore.
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	 3.	 Reserve and Surplus `0.87 crore (Schedule 2)

		  Income and Expenditure Account `4.55 Lakh

		  Corpus/Capital Fund comprises amounts received by way of contribution to corpus, as increased/ 
decreased by the net operating results shown in the income and Expenditure Account. Excess of 
Income over Expenditure (Net surplus) Account is depicted under Reserve and Surplus instead of 
Corpus/Capital Fund. Resultantly, Reserve and Surplus is overstated and Corpus/Capital Fund is 
understated by `4.55 lakh.

	 4.	 Current Liabilities and Provisions `183.67 crore (Schedule 4)

		  Outstanding Liability for Expenses and others includes ` 19.47 crore which belongs to pre 
received income for 2014-15. This should have been depicted as pre received income instead 
Outstanding Liability for Expenses and others.

	 5.	 Current Liabilities and Provisions `183.67 crore (Schedule 4)

		  The IIM has received advance money of ` 23.42 crore for 465 projects and programmes. Of which, 
balance amount of `6.99 crore received pertains to 263 projects and programmes which have 
been completed and thus, balance amount is income (profit) of the IIM. The amount should be 
recognised as income. Resultantly, income is understated and Current liability is overstated to the 
tune of ` 6.99 crore.

1.	 ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

1.1	 The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention, and on the 
accrual method of accounting except for subscription to Journals & Periodicals and development 
allowance to staff.

1.2	 The financial statements are broadly prepared on the basis of format prescribed by the Ministry 
of HRD for Central Autonomous Bodies.

2.	 INVENTORY VALUATION

	 Stock of stores and stationery are valued at cost.

3.	 FIXED ASSETS

	 Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of freight, duties and taxes and incidental and 
direct expenses related to acquisition.  In respect of projects under construction, related pre-operational 
expenses form part of the value of the assets capitalized.

	 Fixed assets received by way of Donation are capitalized at values stated, by corresponding credit to 
Capital Fund.

4.	 DEPRECIATION

4.1	 Depreciation on Buildings has been provided on Straight Line Method while Depreciation on oth-
er Assets has been provided on Written Down Value Method. The rates of depreciation are as 
specified in the Income Tax Act, 1961 except for Buildings of main Campus.  In this case, where 
separate figures of residential and non-residential building are not available and major portion of 
the Building is for residential purpose, the rate of depreciation applied is 5%, the rate fixed by the 
Income Tax Act for residential building; instead of 10% for non-residential building.

4.2	 Depreciation on assets where actual cost is equal to or less than ` 5000/- item-wise is provided 
at the rate of 100%. 

4.3	 Capital Grants / Funds (Govt. and Non-Govt.) related to Fixed Assets are treated as Deferred In-
come and recognized in the Income and Expenditure Account on a systematic and rational basis 
over the useful life of the assets, i.e. Capital grants / Funds are allocated to Income over the 
periods and in the proportion in which depreciation is charged.

5.	 REVENUE RECOGNITION

	 Life Membership Fees are treated as Capital Receipt and shown under Corpus/Capital Fund.
